Amending the act of May 28, 1937 (P. L. 955), entitled, as amended,“An act to pro-
mote public health, safety, morals, and welfare by declaring the necessityof creat-
ing public bodies,corporateand politic, to be known as housing authorities to en-
gagein slum clearance,and to undertakeprojects, to provide dwelling accommoda-
tions for personsof low income; providing for the organizationof such housing
authorities; defining their powers and duties; providing for the exercise of such
powers, including the acquisition of property by purchase,gift or eminentdomain,
the renting and selling of property, and including borrowing money, issuing bonds,
and other obligations, and giving security therefor; prescribing the remedies of
obligeesof housing authorities;authorizing housing authoritiesto enter into agree-
ments,including agreementswith the United States,the Commonwealth,and political
subdivisionsand municipalities thereof; defining the applicationof zoning, sanitary,
and building laws and regulationsto projects built or maintainedby such housing
authorities; exempting the property and securities of such housing authorities
from taxation; and imposingduties and conferring powersupon the State Planning
Board, and certain other State officers and departments,” authorizing additional
membersto be appointedto housing authoritiesin cities of the secondclass.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(b) of section5 andsection6, actof May 28,
1937 (P. L, 955), known as the “Housing Authorities Law,” are
amendedto read:

Section 5. Appointment of Membersof an Authority.—’ * *

(b) The governing body of any city upon issuing a certificate
declaringthe need for an Authority to operatein such city or upon
receivingnotice of the issuanceof suchcertificateby the Governor,
shallpromptly notify the mayorof such certification.Upon receiving
such notice, the mayor shall appoint five citizens, residentsof the
city, to be membersof the housingauthority of such city—(1) that
in cities of the first class,the mayor shall appoint two members,the
city controller shall appoint two members,and the four members,
thus appointed,shall select a fifth memberof such Authority; (2)
that in cities of the secondclass,the mayor shall appoint two addi-ET
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tional membersfor a total of sevenmembersof the housingauthority

(3) that in cities of the third class,the mayor shall appoint two per-

sonsto be membersof the housingauthority of suchcity, and the
Governorshallappointthreepersonsof thehousingauthority of such
city, suchmembersshallbe citizensresidingwithin the city for which
the Authority is created.

Section6. Qualifications,TenureandCompensationof Membersof
an Authority.—No more than two personsholding any other paid
public omceshall be membersof the samehousingauthority at the
sametime. Thememberswho arefirst appointedshall servefor terms
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of one,two, three,four, andfive years,respectively,from the dateof
their appointment,as shall be specifiedat the time of their appoint-
ment. Thereafterthe term of office shall be five years. The two addi-

tional membersto be appointed in cities of the secondclass shall

serve for terms of five years.A member shall hold office until his

successorhasbeenappointed.Vacanciesfor unexpiredtermsshallbe
promptly filled by the appointingpower. A membershall receiveno
compensationfor his services,but he shall be entitled to the neces-
saryexpenses,including travelling expensesincurredin the discharge
of his duties.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amendingtheact of May 25, 1933 (P. L. 1050), entitled “An act creatingandestablish-
ing a fund for the care, maintenance,and relief of aged, retired and disabled em-
ployes of the bureauof fire in cities of the secondclass;creatinga board for the
managementthereof; providing the mode and mannerof paymentto beneficiaries,
andfor the cnre and dispositionof its funds; and providing for the transferand pay-
ment of all moneysand securitiesin existing funds in similar boardssupersededby
the fund and board herein created,” changing the compensationof the secretary-
treasurerof the board, providing for the disposition of a deceasedmember’scon-
tributions wherenot otherwiseprovided for under this act; and authorizing the board
to acceptthe certification of the administratorof a hospital operatedby the United
Statesandthe Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaor any of its political subdivisionsas
to the permanentdisability of a member.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 5, act of May 25, 1933 (P. L. 1050), entitled
“An act creatingand establishinga fund for the care,maintenance,
and relief of aged, retired and disabled employes of the bureau of
fire in cities of the secondclass;creatingaboardfor themanagement
thereof;providing the modeandmannerof paymentto beneficiaries,
andfor the care anddispositionof its funds; andproviding for the
transferandpaymentof all moneysandsecuritiesin existing fundsin
similar boards supersededby the fund and board herein created,”
amendedMay 22, 1951 (P. L. 328), is amendedto read:
