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of [Internal] Community Affairs, the Secretaryof Highways, the

Speakerof the House of Representativesand the Presidentpro tern-
pore of the Senate,the minority leaderof the Senate,the minority
leaderof the Houseof Representatives,and their respectivesucces-
sorsin office, and threecitizens of Pennsylvania,one to be appointed
by the Governor,one by the Speakerof the House of Representatives
and one by the Presidentpro tempore of the Senate,are hereby
createda body corporateandpolitic constitutingapublic corporation
and governmentalinstrumentalityby the nameof “The StateHigh-
way and Bridge Authority.” Said membersof the Authority shall
be entitled to no compensationfor their services as membersbut
shallbe entitled to reimbursementfor all necessaryexpensesincurred
in connectionwith the performanceof their dutiesas members. The
term of the memberappointedby the Governorshall expire with the
term of the Governorappointinghim. The terms of the two other
appointedmembersshall expire on the first Tuesdayof Januaryof
the odd-numberedyear following thedateof their appointment.Any
vacancyhappeningamongthe appointedmembersof the Authority
shallbe filled by appointmentby the Governor,Speakerof the House
of Representatives,or Presidentpro tempore of the Senate,as the
casemaybe.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

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Amending the act of March 31, 1949 (P. L. 372), entitled “An act to promote
the welfare of the people of the Commonwealth; creating The General State
Authority as a body corporate and politic with power to construct, improve,
equip, furnish, and operate projects, and to lease the same, and to fix fees,
rentals, and charges for the use thereof; authorizing and regulating the is-
suance of bonds for said Authority, and providing for the payment of such
bonds, and the rights of the holders thereof; and to enter into agreementswith
the Government of the United States or any Federal agency; and authorizing
the Department of Property and Supplies to grant, assign, convey, or leaseto
the Authority lands of the Commonwealthand interests therein, and to acquire
lands therefor; granting the right of eminent domain; empowering The Gen-
eral State Authority to seli and convey projects and property to the Common-
wealth; and providing that no debt of the Commonwealth shall be incurred
in the exercise of any of the powers granted by this act,” removmg the Sec-
retary of Internal Affairs as a member of the Authority and naming the Sec-
retary of Labor and Industry as a member of the Authority.
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The General Assembly of the Commonweaith of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 3, act of March 31, 1949 (P. L. 372),known as
“The General State Authority Act of one thousandnine hundred
forty-nine,” amendedJuly 5, 1957 (P. L. 509), is amendedto read:

Section 3. The General State Authority.—The Governor of the
State, the State Treasurer,the Auditor General, the Secretaryof
[Internal Affairs] Labor and Industry, the Secretaryof Propertyand

Supplies,the Speakerof the Houseof Representativesand the Presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate,the minority leaderof the Senate, —

the minority leaderof the House of Representatives,and their re-
spectivesuccessorsin office, and three citizens of Pennsylvania,one
to be appointedby the Governor,oneby the Speakerof the House of
Representatives,andoneby thePresidentpro temporeof the Senate,
are herebycreateda body corporateandpolitic, constitutinga public
corporationand governmentalinstrumentalityby the nameof “The
GeneralState Authority.” The Presidentpro temporeof the Senate —
andminority leaderof the Senateand the Speakerof the House of
Representativesandminority leaderof the Houseof Representatives
may designateany memberof the Senateor House,respectively,to
act in their steadto serve at the discretionof the respectivePresi-
dent pro tempore and Speakerof the House of Representativesor
minority leader. Said membersof the Authority shall be entitled to
no compensationfor their servicesas members,but shall be entitled —
to reimbursementfor all necessaryexpensesincurred in connection
with the performanceof their duties as members. The term of the
memberappointedby the Governorshall expire with the term of the
Governor appointing him. The terms of the two other appointed
membersshall expire on the first Tuesdayof Januaryof the odd-
numberedyearfollowing the dateof their appointment.Any vacancy
happeningamongthe appointedmembersof the Authority shall be —

filled by appointmentby the Governor,Speakerof the Houseof Rep-
resentatives,or Presidentpro tempore of the Senate, as the case
may be.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
