(P. L. 872), known as “The Penal Code,” amended November 30, 1967
(P. L. 663) is amended to read:

Section 816.1. Shoplifting.—(a) Whoever shall wilfully take pos-
seggion of any goods, wares or merchandise offered for sale by
any store or other mercantile establishment, with the intention of
converting the same to his own use without paying the purchase
price thereof, shall be guilty of shoplifting, and, upon conviction
thereof in a summary proceeding, shall be sentenced to pay a fine
of not less than twenty-five dollars ($25) and not more than five
hundred dollars ($500), or to undergo imprisonment of not less
than five (5) days and not more than ninety (90) days, or both, A

charge of shoplifting shall be brought before a magistrate, alder-

man or justice of the peace in the cifv, borough, town or township

elected or appointed magistrate, alderman or justice of the peace
in the city, borough, town or township in which the offense was
committed, then a charge of shoplifting sh rou

magistrate, alderman or justice of the peace in an adjacent city,

borough, town or township within the same county. Any fine im-

posed in a summary proceeding pursuant to the provigions of this
section shall be decreed to be paid to the city, borough, town or town-
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ship in which the offense was committed, for the use of such city,
