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four of this act, shall be a member of the board, and shall define
their dutiesand fix their salaries.

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An act relating to
the public school system,including certain provisions applicableas well to
private and parochial schools;amending,revising, consolidatingand chang-
ing the laws relating thereto,” providing for the teaching of subjects in
languagesother than English.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1511, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), known
as the “Public SchoolCodeof 1949,” amendedOctober21, 1965 (P. L.
601), is amendedto read:

Section 1511. Subjects of Instruction; Flag Code.—In every ele-
mentarypublic andprivate school,establishedand maintainedin this
Commonwealth,the following subjectsshall be taught, in the English
languageand from English texts: English, including spelling, reading
andwriting, arithmetic, geography,the history of the United States
and of Pennsylvania,civics, including loyalty to the State and Na-
tional Government,safety education, and the humanetreatment of
birds andanimals, health, including physical education, and physiol-
ogy, music and art, Other subjects shall be taught in the public
elementary schools and also in the public high schools as may be
prescribedby the standardsof the State Board of Education. All
such subjects,except foreign languages,shall be taught in the Eng-
lish languageand from English texts: Provided, however,That, at

the discretion of the Superintendentof Public Instruction, the teach-ET
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ing of subjects in a languageother than English may be permitted

as part of a sequencein foreign language study or as part of a

bilingual educationprogram if the teaching personnelare properly

certified in the subject fields. Each school district shall provide and

distribute to each pupil, enrolled in the eighth grade of the public
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schools, one illustrated copy of the National Flag Code, and shall,
from time to time, make availablesuch copies as are necessaryfor
replacementsfrom yearto year. It shallbe the duty of eachteacher
in the public schoolsto makesuch useof the codeas may, from time
to time, seemproper.

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating
and revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Finan-
cial Responsibility Act and other acts relating to the ownership, possession
and useof vehicles and tractors,” providing for erection of official signs
beforereducedspeedzones.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (4) of subsection(b) of section 1002, act of
April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), known as “The Vehicle Code,” is amended
to read:

Section 1002. Restrictions as to Speed.—
* * *

(b) Subject to the provisions of subsection (a) of this section,
speedsin excessof the maximum limits hereinafter provided shall
be unlawful:

* * *

(4) Twenty-five (25) or thirty-five (35) or forty (40) miles an
hour speedlimit: All vehicles,exceptthose restrictedby this act to
lower maximum speeds,within businessor residencedistricts, or
public park areas,whereofficial signs,erectedby the properauthori-
ties, on the right-hand side of the highway facing the traffic to be
controlled,or on the left-handside of one-waystreets,are displayed.
An official sign shall be similarly placed one-eighth(½)of a mile

before the beginningof the limited speedzone indicating the maxi-ET
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mum speed to be observedin such limited speed zone. This limit

shall be observedfor a distancebeyond said sign for not more than
one-eighth (½)of a mile. An additional sign shall be placed at
intervals not greaterthan one-eighth (½)of a mile, and any ex-
tensionof such limited zoneshall be markedby additional signs in
