Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), entitled “An act relating to
countiesof the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhand eighth classes;amend-
ing, revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto,” elimi-
nating certain bonding and escrow requirementswith relation to de-
positoriesof county money.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas followes:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 1762, act of August 9, 1955
(P. L. 323), known as “The CountyCode,” is amendedto read:

Section 1762. Depositories._* * *

(b) Depositoriessodesignatedshall, upon receipt of notice of their
selection as a depository of county funds, furnish a bond to secure
payment of depositsand any interest to the county, securedby a
surety company, or by the depositingin escrow of securitiesto be
approvedby the county commissioners.The parties may, by agree-
ment, provide for substitution of securitiesso held in escrow, the
securitiesin every case to be approvedby the commissioners.Such
bondsshall be in a sum to be fixed by resolution of the county com-
missioners. The depository shall not be required to furnish a bond

or deposit securities in escrow to securepayment of deposits and

interestinsuredby the FederalDeposit InsuranceCorporation.

* * *

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT

SB 1685

Providing for the growth and developmentof noncommercialeducational television;
creatingthe PennsylvaniaPublic Television Network Commissionas an independent
commissionand defining its powersand duties.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:
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Section 1. Declaration of Public Policy.—The GeneralAssembly
herebydeclaresthat it is in the public interestof the Commonwealth
to encourageand develop the growth of noncommercialeducational
television broadcasting,including the use of such mediafor instruc-
tional purposes;that the expansionand developmentof noncommer-
cial educationaltelevisionbroadcastingand its programmingdiversity
dependon freedom, imagination and initiative; that it furthers the
generalwelfareto encouragesuch programmingwhich will be respon-
sive to the interests of people throughout the Commonwealthand
which will constitutean expressionof diversity and excellence;that
it is necessaryand appropriatefor the State governmentto comple-
ment,assistand support a policy that will mosteffectively makenon-
commercial educational television service available to the people of
the Commonwealth;and that an independentcommissionshould be
createdto facilitate the developmentof educationaltelevisionbroad-
casting and to afford maximum protection from extraneousinter-
ference and control.

Section 2. Creation of Commission.—Thereis hereby createdthe
PennsylvaniaPublic Television Network Commission,hereinafterre-
ferredto as “commission,”asan independentcommissionwith powers
to encouragethe growth anddevelopmentof noncommercialtelevision
broadcastingand programming. Such commission shall consist of
twenty-two commissioners,who shall be appointedor designatedas
follows: The Governor shall appoint six members, by and with the
adviceandconsentof the Senatefor a term of six years,who shall be
selected so as to provide a broad representationas nearly as prac-
ticable, of various professionsand occupationsand various kinds of
talent and experienceappropriateto thefunctions and responsibilities
of the commission.The Governorshall also appoint a representative
of private educationand a representativeof public educationandshall
designatethe chairmanof the commission.

The following shall be ex officio membersof the commission: the
Superintendentof Public Instruction or his nominee;the chairmanof
the PennsylvaniaCouncil on the Arts; the chairmanof the Network
OperationsCommittee;anda memberfrom eachof the sevengovern-
ing boardsof public televisionstation licenseesserving the Common-
wealth.

The PresidentPro Tempore of the Senate,the minority leaderof
the Senate,the Speakerof the Houseand the minority leaderof the
House shall each appoint one memberof their respectiveChambers
and insure that there is majority and minority party representation.

Such commissionersshall receiveno salarybut shall be reimbursed
for expensesincurredin the performanceof their official duties. The
commissionshall appoint such deputies,secretaries,officers as it may
deemnecessary,and shall perform all things necessaryand proper,
consistentwith the powers and duties imposedupon it by this act.

Suchcommissionshall, annually,makea full report to theGovernor
and the GeneralAssembly as soonas possibleafter the closeof each
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fiscal year,and makesuch other reportsat such intervalsas it deems
necessaryand advisable.

Section 3. Powers and Duties of the PennsylvaniaPublic Tele-
vision Network Commission.—Thepowersand dutiesof the commis-
sion shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

(1) To assist,developand support a statewidepolicy to encourage
the growth and developmentof a dynamic, free and effective public
television service;

(2) To makegrants to public televisionstationsserving Pennsyl-
vania to aid in the improvementof their broadcastoperations,pro-
gramming,and capital facilities;

(3) To establish and develop and operate,on behalf of the Com-
monwealth,apublic televisionnetworksysteminterconnectingall non-
commercial television stationsservingPennsylvania;

(4) To insure the diversity of programmingto allow for freedom,
imagination,objectivity and initiative on both the Stateand local level
and to insure that the networksshall not be misusedfor political or
other propagandapurposescontrary to the FederalConstitution or
the Constitutionof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania;

(5) To apply for, receiveand distributeFederalfunds, Statefunds
and public or private funds from any sourcewhatsoever,andto serve
as a coordination agency in connection with those funds which are
available through the Federal Public BroadcastingAct of 1967 and
other Federallegislation now or hereinafterenacted;

(6) To enter into contracts,leasesand otherarrangementsto own
and operateinterconnection and switching facilities and equipment
pertinent to a statewidenetwork and to apply to the FederalCom-
municationsCommissionand other Federalagenciesfor such licenses
necessaryto operateand maintain such a network;

(7) To contract with or makeplanswith other agenciesor individ-
uals to programproductionsand otherwiseto procureeducationaland
public televisionprogramsfor distribution to the noncommercialedu-
cational television network;

(8) To conduct research,demonstrationand training activities in
matters relating to noncommercialeducationaland public television
broadcasting;

(9) To establishandmaintain a library andarchives for programs
and relatedmaterialsand to developandpromotepublic awarenessof
and disseminateinformation concerning noncommercial educational
and public television; and

(10) To do all things necessaryandproper to effectuatethe provi-
sions of this act which are not inconsistentwith law, and to promul-
gate rules and regulations relative thereto.

Section 4. Contracts.—All contracts or purchasesmade by the
commissioninvolving the expenditureof over one thousandfive hun-
dred dollars ($1,500), except those involving personal services or
itemsthat can only be obtained from one source,shall be in writing,
awardedon the basis of competitive bidding and shall be madeonly
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after notice of the proposedcontract or purchaseis publishedin at
least twelve newspapers,as the commission shall determinewill be
sufficient to ensuredistribution of the notice throughout the Com-
monwealth,at least twenty days before the letting of the contract or
purchase.

Section 5. Effective Date.—Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating
and revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Finan-
cial Responsibility Act and other actsrelating to the ownership, possession
and useof vehicles and tractors,” authorizing certain warning devices on
all motor vehicles.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (c) of section 820, act of April 29, 1959
(P. L. 58), known as “The Vehicle Code,” amendedDecember 21,
1959 ‘(P. L. 1965),is amendedto read:

Section 820. Horns and Warning Devices.—
* * *

(c) It shall be lawful for any owneror operatorof a [commercial]
motor vehicle to equip the vehicle with a warning device of a type
approvedby the secretary,to which theremay be attached,operated

and made a part thereof, in such manner as the secretary may

prescribe,a siren, bell, compressionor spark plug whistle. The

warning device authorizedby this subsectionshall not be used while

the vehicle is in motion or for any purposeother than to sound a

warning to the public and the police of an attempted robbery or
burglary of the [freight or merchandisetransportedin the] vehicle
or the contentsthereof,or, in the caseof commercialmotor vehicles,

to sounda warning that the vehicle is about to move backward or
is moving backward.
