funds appropriated,and requiring reports to the membersof the General
Assembly.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. In order to carry into effect the act of Congress,ap-
proved July 2, 1862, granting public land to the several states for
educationalpurposes,andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,
and the act of the GeneralAssembly of Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe
provisions and conditionsof said actsof Congressand pledging the
faith of the Stateto carry the sameinto effect, the sum of fifty-nine
million two hundred twenty-two thousand two hundred forty-one
dollars ($59,222,241),or as much thereof as may be necessary,is
hereby specifically appropriatedto the trusteesof the Pennsylvania
State University for the fiscal year July 1, 1968 to June30, 1969, for
the following purposesand in the amountsas shown:

(1) For the generalmaintenanceof instruction, research,and ex-
tension in the College of Agriculture, the College of Arts and Archi-
tecture, the Collegeof BusinessAdministration, the College of Engi-
neering,the Collegeof the Liberal Arts, the College of Human Devel-
opment, the College of Earth and Mineral Sciences,the College of
Science,the College of Education, the Graduate School, the College
of Health and Physical Education, the Commonwealth Campuses,
the Continuing Education Servicesand for the generalmaintenance
of other schools,departments,offices and services, including repairs
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andimprovementsto the groundsandbuildings, serviceof light, heat,
power, water and sewagedisposal, salaries and wages, materials,
supplies, equipment, books and periodicals, insurance and interest
and such other expendituresas the trusteesmay deemnecessaryand
practicable;but the total sum of such expendituresshall not exceed
fifty-one million threehundredforty-six thousandfour hundredforty-
onedollars ($51,346,441).

(2) For the purposeof carrying on researchand investigation to
discover by-products of anthracite and bituminous coal and uses
therefor, of developing new scientific, chemical, industrial, domestic
and other uses and new and extendedmarkets for anthracite coal
and its products and for employing engineers,chemists, technical
experts, assistants,clerks, stenographers,and other employes and
purchasing such machinery, supplies, equipment, apparatus, and
other things necessaryin the furtheranceof the aforesaidresearch
and investigation, to be used by the College of Earth and Mineral
Sciencesunderthe supervisionof the State Departmentof Mines and
Mineral Industries. Moneys shall be expendedfor this purposeonly
to the extent that a sum equal to fifty per cent of thirty-seven
thousandeight hundreddollars ($37,800),the amountto beexpended
by the Commonwealth,is contributedto the PennsylvaniaState Uni-
versity by the membersof the anthracite and bituminous coal in-
dustry. Affidavits evidencingsuch contributions shall be submitted
by the university to the Auditor General.

(3) For the purposeof carrying on researchand investigation of
long-rangeproblems affecting the mineral industries. No more shall
be expendedfor this purposethan may be required to match an
equal sum contributed to the university by one or more industries
for such researchand investigation. The total contribution by the
Commonwealth shall not exceed thirty-one thousand fifty dollars
($31,050). Affidavits evidencing such contribution shall be sub-
mitted by the university to the Auditor General.

(4) The support of researchand investigation of basic problems
affecting the slate and other nonmetallic mineral industries,eighteen
thousandnine hundreddollars ($18,900).

(5) For researchin the diseasesof maple trees, ten thousand
dollars ($10,000).

(6) For the support of researchand investigation of long-range
basic problems affecting the mineral industries, seventeenthousand
five hundred fifty dollars ($17,550).

(7) For the use of the College of Agriculture for expendituresby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for the support of researchand
investigation directed toward the development and production of
superior strains of crops and livestock and to developmore efficient
methods of producing and marketing such products, eighty-one
thousanddollars ($81,000).

(8) For the maintenanceand the support of researchand experi-
mental investigation or problemsrelating to the petroleumindustry
of the State,seventythousanddollars ($70,000).
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(9) For the use of the College of Agriculture for expenditureby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for researchin the communica-
ble diseasesof mushrooms,marketing, engineeringand other phases
of the mushroomindustry, ninety-seventhousandfive hundreddollars
($97,500).

(10) For the use of the Collegeof Agriculture for expendituresby
the Agricultural Experiment Station for researchand investigation
of mastitis in the dairy cattle, twenty-seven thousand dollars
($27,000).

(11) For a tuition supplementthe sum of four million one hundred
eighty-five thousanddollars ($4,185,000),or as much thereof as may
be necessary. The moneys so appropriated by this clause shall be
applied by the PennsylvaniaState University solely for the purpose
of maintaining for full-time Pennsylvaniaresident students in all
schools and collegesof the university, a tuition and fee rate of one
hundred fifty dollars ($150) per term at University Park and one
hundredthirty dollars ($130) per term at the CommonwealthCam-
puses,and for maintaining feesfor part-time studentswho are resi-
dents of Pennsylvaniaat sixteen dollars ($16) per credit for all
studentsat University Park Campus, fourteen dollars ($14) per
credit for all studentsat CommonwealthCampusesand Continuing
Education Credit Centersand twelve dollars ($12) per unit for cer-
tificate students. The tuition supplement shall be applied to the
tuition and fees for Pennsylvaniaresidentstudentsas follows: for
full-time Pennsylvaniaresidentstudentsat University Park the tui-
tion and fee rate of one hundredseventy-fivedollars ($175) per term
shall be reducedby the amountof twenty-five dollars ($25) per term,
for full-time Pennsylvaniaresident studentsat the Commonwealth
Campusesthe tuition rateof one hundredseventy-fivedollars ($175)
per term shall be reducedby the amount of forty-five dollars ($45)
per term, for part-time Pennsylvaniaresident studentsthe credit
hour rate of twenty-two dollars ($22) per credit shall be reducedby
the amountof six dollars ($6) for thoseat University Park Campus,
and shall be reducedby the amountof eight dollars ($8) for those at
CommonwealthCampusesand Continuing Education Credit Centers,
and the rate of fifteen dollars ($15) per unit for certificate students
shall be reducedby threedollars ($3) for studentswho are residents
of Pennsylvania. The funds appropriatedunder this clausemay be
used by the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity for the samepurposesas
tuition and fees receivedfrom students. The Board of Trusteesmay
increasetuition and fees as necessaryin the event that the amounts
appropriatedare notsufficient to maintain the university. Any dollar
increasein tuition and fees for Pennsylvaniaresident studentsmust
be accompaniedby an equalor greaterdollar increasefor nonresident
students.

(12) For paymentof the employer’sshareof social security costs,
three million three hundred thousand dollars ($3,300,000), or as
much thereofasmay benecessary.Amountsnot requiredfor the em-
ployer’s share of social security shall be lapsedto the GeneralFund.
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Section 2. The Pennsylvania State University shall apply the
moneysappropriatedby this act only for such purposesas are per-
mitted in this act and shall at all times maintain proper records
showing the application of suchmoneys. Not later than one hundred
twenty daysafter the closeof the fiscal year to which this act relates,
the PennsylvaniaState University shall file with the GeneralAs-
semblyand with the Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,a state-
ment setting forth the amounts and purposes of all expenditures
made from moneys appropriatedby this act and other university
accounts during said fiscal year. Such statement of expenditures
shall be reviewedby the Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and
he shall havethe right, in respectto the money appropriatedby this
act, to audit and disallow expendituresmadefor purposesnot per-
mitted by this act and to causesuch sumsto be recoveredand paid
by the PennsylvaniaState University to the Treasurerof the Com-
monwealth. In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from
moneysother than those appropriatedby this act, the Auditor Gen-
eral shall havethe right of review only and he shall file annuallywith
the GeneralAssembly such information concerningsaid expenditures
asthe GeneralAssemblyor any of its committeesmay require.

The sum of two hundredthousanddollars ($200,000),
or as much thereof as may be necessary,is hereby specifically ap-
propriated to the Departmentof Property and Suppliesfor payment
to the ChesterWater Authority to cover the Commonwealth’sshare
of expensesandchargesfor the constructionandextensionof a water
line to the Cheyney State College.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
