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Amendingtheactof April 12, 1951 (P.L.90),entitled “An actrelatingto alcoholic
liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending, revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe laws relatingthereto;regulatingandrestricting
the manufacture, purchase, sale, possession,consumption, importation,
transportation,furnishing,holdingin bond,holdingin storage,traffic in anduse
of alcoholic liquors, alcoholandmalt andbrewedbeveragesand the persons
engagedor employed therein; defining the powers and duties of the
PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the establishmentand
operationof Stateliquor stores,for the paymentof certain licensefeesto the
respectivemunicipalitiesandtownships,for the abatementof certainnuisances
and, in certain cases,for searchand seizurewithout warrant; prescribing
penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local option, and repealing existing
laws,” further providing for issuanceof identificationcards.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section495,actof April 12, 1951 (P.L.90),
known as the “Liquor Code,” amendedAugust 21, 1961 (P.L.1015), is
amendedto read:

Section 495. Identification Cards;Licenseesand State Liquor Store
Employes Saved From Prosecution.—(a)The board shall issue, [upon
applicationof any citizen] to any personwho shallhaveattainedthe age
of twenty-oneyears,an identification cardbearing[the applicant’s] said
person’s date of birth, physical description,photograph,signature,and
such other information, as the board by regulation may determine,
attestingto the ageof the applicant,upon application therefor by said
person,filed no earlier than fifteen days prior to attaining the ageof
twenty-one. Such cards shall be numberedand a permanentrecord
thereofmaintainedby theboard.Theboardmay, in its discretion,impose
a chargefor suchcardsin an amountto be determinedby it, and it may,
upon proof of lossof suchidentification cardby andupon applicationof
anyoneto whomsuchcardmay havebeenissued,issueaduplicatethereof
and impose a charge therefor in an amount as it may by regulation
prescribe.The boardshallhavethe powerto makesuchregulationsas it
shall, from time to time, deem proper regarding the size, style and
additionalcontentof the identification card,the form andcontentof any
application therefor, the type, style and quantity of proof required to
verify the applicant’sage,theprocedurefor receivingandprocessingsuch
application,thedistribution of saidcard,thechargeto be imposedfor any
card morethan onethat it shallissue to thesameapplicant,andall other
matters the board shall deemnecessaryor advisablefor the purposeof
carrying into effect the provisionsof this section.
