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Amendingthe actof December6, 1967(P.L.678),entitled “An actto promotethe
educationandwelfareof thepeopleof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania;to
provideeducationalfacilities atnonprofit institutionsof highereducationin the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania;and creating the PennsylvaniaHigher
EducationalFacilitiesAuthority asa body corporateandpolitic with power to
acquire, construct, improve, equip, furnish, operate, lease,and dispose of
projects;authorizingand regulatingthe issuanceof notes andbondsand the
paymentthereofby said authority;andprovidingthat no debt,obligation, or
credit of the Commonwealthshallbe incurredin the exerciseof any powers
grantedby this act,” permittingcertainmembersof the authority to designate
someoneelseto act in their stead.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section4, actof December6, 1967 (P.L.678),known as“The
PennsylvaniaHigher EducationalFacilities Authority Act of 1967,” is
amendedto read:

Section 4. PennsylvaniaHigherEducationalFacilitiesAuthority—The
Governor,the StateTreasurer,the Auditor General,the Superintendent
of Public Instruction, the Secretaryof Property and Supplies, the
President pro temporeof the Senate,the Speaker of the House of
Representatives,the Minority Leaderof the Senate,the Minority Leader
of the Houseof Representativesandtheir respectivesuccessorsin office
areherebycreatedas a body corporateandpolitic, constitutingapublic
corporationand public instrumentalityby thenameof the “Pennsylvania
Higher EducationalFacilities Authority.” The President pro ternporeof
the Senateand Minority Leaderof the Senateand the Speakerof the
House of Representativesand Minority Leader of the House of
Representativesmay designateany memberof the Senateor House,
respectively, to act in their stead to serveat the discretion of the
respective President pro tempore and Speaker of the House of
Representativesor Minority Leader. Said membersshall be entitled to
reimbursementfor all necessaryexpensesincurredin connectionwith the
performanceof their dutiesasmembers.ThePresidentpro temporeof the
Senate,the Speakerof theHouseof Representatives,theMinority Leader
of the Senateandthe Minority Leaderof the Houseof Representatives
shallcontinueasmembersof theauthorityuntil theirrespectivesuccessors
in office assumesuch office, regardlessof whetheror not theyshallhave
ceasedto be membersof the Senateor the Houseof Representatives.The
membersofthe authoritymay authorizeby written proxyor authorization
a personaldeputy to appearandact for them at a meetingand for the
purposesspecified in such written proxy or authorization,provided that
a separatewritten authorizationor proxy shall be required for each
separatemeeting.
