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Amending the act of August5, 1941 (P.L.752),entitled “An act regulatingand
improving the civil service of certain departmentsand agenciesof the
Commonwealth;vestingin theStateCivil ServiceCommissionanda Personnel
Director certain powersand duties; providing for classificationof positions,
adoption of compensationschedulesand certification of payrolls; imposing
dutiesupon certainofficers and employesof the Commonwealth;authorizing
service to otherStatedepartmentsor agenciesandpolitical subdivisionsof the
Commonwealthin mattersrelating to civil service;definingcertaincrimes and
misdemeanors; imposing penalties; making certain appropriations, and
repealingcertainactsandpartsthereof,” furtherprovidingfor theclassification
of temporaryemploycs.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subclause(4) of clause(c) of section3, act of August5, 1941
(P.L.752), known as the “Civil ServiceAct,” amendedAugust27, 1963
(P.L.1257),is amendedto read:

Section 3. Definition of Terms.—In this act, unless the context
otherwiseclearly requires,—

(c) “Unclassified service” includes all positions now existing or
hereaftercreatedin departmentsand agenciesincludedin clause(d) of
this section,which are held by:

(4) Any person[temporarilyappointedor designatedto renderspecial
servicesor to makeor conducta specialinquiry, investigationor examination
wheresuchappointmentor designationis certified by the commissionto be

for employmentfor notmore thansix monthsin any twelve monthperiod,)
appointedfor the duration of a specialstudy, project, or internship
which is scheduledto becompletedafter a fixed or limited period of
timeand which, for reasonsset forth in the minutesof the commission,
should not be performedby personsin the classifiedservice.
