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AN ACT
SB 1139

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58), entitled “An act consolidating and
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial
Responsibility Act and other aets relating to the ownership, possession and use
of vehicles and tractors,” increasing the fee for certain special hauling permits
and providing for the issuance of book permits.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 726, act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58), known as “The
Vehicle Code,” amended November 12, 1959 (P.L.1498), is amended to
read:

Section 726. Special Hauling Permits for Pickup and Delivery of
House Trailers from Manufacturer, Jobber or Dealer—The fee for a
special hauling permit for pickup and delivery of a house trailer,
mobilehome or office trailer, which exceeds the maximum size or weight
prescribed in this act from the place of manufacture or from the jobber or
dealer to its destination, either by or for the manufacturer or the
purchaser, jobber or dealer, shall be [five dollars ($5.00)] fen dollars
($10.00) payable to the authorities issuing the permit. The authorities
shall, upon request, issue multiple permits in booklet form, the fee for
which shall be ten dollars ($10.00) times the number of permits in the
book.
