Amending the act of May 27, 1949 (P.L.1903),entitled “An act providing for
powers, responsibilities, duties and limitations of the Governor, Adjutant
General,Departmentof Military Affairs, PennsylvaniaState Armory Board,
Military ReservationCommissionin connectionwith the armedMilitary and
Navalforcesandtheinternalsecurityof the Commonwealth;for the definition,
organization,powersand limitations of the unorganizedmilitia, Pennsylvania
NationalGuard,PennsylvaniaGuard,NavalMilitia, PennsylvaniaNaval Militia
and for coordinationwith the government of the United Statesin the
organizationand functioning of the PennsylvaniaNational Guardand the
NationalGuardof the United Statesapportionedthe Commonwealth,”further
providing for leavesof absence.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section839,actof May 27,1949 (P.L.1903),knownas “The
Military Code of 1949,” is amendedto read:

Section 839. Leavesof Absence for Certain State Employes.—All
officersandemployesof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania,membersof
the Penn~ylvaniaNational Guard, shall be entitled to leave of absence
from their respectivedutieswithout lossof pay,time or efficiency rating
on all days during which they shall, as membersof the Pennsylvania
NationalGuard,be engagedin the activeserviceof the Commonwealth
or in field training orderedor authorizedunderthe provisionsof this act.
Such persons, who, pursuant to PennsylvaniaNational Guard orders,
attend a course or courses of military instruction conductedby any
branch orcomponentof theArmedForcesof theUnitedStates,shall be
granted leaveof absencewithout pagt
