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Amending the act of June 14, 1961 (P.L324), entitled “An act relating to the
establishment,operationand maintenanceof the State Library and public
librariesin theCommonwealth;amending,revising,consolidatingandchanging
the laws relating thereto; imposingdutiesupon public officers; providing for
Stateandlocal cooperationandassistancein theestablishmentandmaintenance
of libraries; prescribing penalties; and repealing existing laws,” further
regulatingnotice to returnpropertyto libraries.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section426,actof June14, 1961 (P1.324),known as “The
Library Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 426. Retentionof Library Propertyafter Notice to Return.—
Whoeverretainsany book, pamphlet,magazine,newspaper,manuscript,
map or other property belonging in or to or on depositwith the State
Library or anylocal library which is establishedor maintainedunderany
law of this Commonwealthor the library of any university, college or
educationalinstitution charteredby the Commonwealthor the library of
any public schoolor any branchreadingroom, depositstationor agency
operatedin connectiontherewith,for aperiodexceedingthirty daysafter
such library has given written notice to return the same, shall, upon
conviction in summaryproceedings,be sentencedto pay a fine of not
more than twenty-five dollars ($25) to be paid over by the magistrate
imposing suchfine to the library instituting the prosecutionandcostsof
prosecution.Any personin defaultof paymentof suchfine andcostsshall
undergoimprisonmentin the county jail for a period not exceedingten
days.

Suchnotice may be givenby personalserviceupon theborroweror by
themailing of a [registeredor certified)letter, [with returnreceipt,] byfirst
classmail, to theborrower’saddresson file with said library. Thenotice
shall refer to this act and shall contain a demandthat the propertybe
returned.
