Amendingthe act of January8, 1960 (P.L2119),entitled “An act~oprovide for
thebetterprotectionof thehealth,generalwelfareandpropertyof thepeople
of the Commonwealthby the control,abatement,reductionandpreventionof
the pollution of the air by smokes,dusts, fumes, gases,odors,mists, vapors,
pollens and similar matter,or any combinationthereof; creatingwithin the
Departmentof Health an Air Pollution Commissionanddefining its powers;
authorizingthe Departmentof Healthto ~enforcerulesandregulationsof the
Commissionasprovidedin this act; establishingRegionalAir Pollution Control
Associationsand defining their powers; reserving powers to local political
subdivisions,anddefiningtherelationshipbetweenthisactandtheordinances,
resolutionsandregulationsof counties,cities, boroughs,townsandtownships;
imposingpenaltiesforviolationof thisact;andprovidingfor thepowertoenjoin
violationsof this act; andconferringuponpersonsagpievedcertainrightsand
remedies;and providingan appropriationtherefor, conferringupon the Air
PollutionCommissionthepowerto recommendperformanceandspecification
standardsfor emissioncontrol systemson motorvehiclesandproviding the
departmentwith the powerto evaluatemotor vehicleemissionprograms.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section4, act of January8, 1960 (P.L2119),known as the
“Air PollutionControlAct,” is amendedby addingafterclause(10),anew
clauseto read:

Section 4. Powersand Duties of the Departmentof Health.—The
departmentshall havethe power and its duty shallbe to—

(10.1) Evaluate motor vehicle emission control programs with
respectto their effect upon air pollution and determine the needfor
modifications of such programs.

Section2. Subsection(d) of section5 of theactisamendedby adding
at the endthereof,a new clauseto read:

Section5. The Air Pollution Commission.~t* *

(d) The Commissionshall havethe powerand its duty shallbe to—

(8) Recommend to the Secretary of Revenue performance or
specification standards, or both, for emission control systemsand
deviceson motor vehicles.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
