AN ACT

Amending the act of June 16, 1836 (P.L.715), entitled “An act relating to
ReferenceandArbitration,” changingprovisionsrelatingto the amountwhich
may bearbitrated.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section8.1,act ofJune16,1836(P.L.715),entitled “An act
relatingto Referenceand Arbitration,” amendedDecember2, 1968 (Act
No. 356), is amendedto read:

Section8.1. Theseveralcourtsof commonpleas[,other than thosein
AlleghenyandPhiladelphiaCounties,]may by rulesof court, providethat all
caseswhich are at issue where the amount in controversyshall be [two
thousanddollars ($2000)] threethousanddollars ($3000)or less,except
thoseinvolving title to realestate,shallfirst be submittedto andheardby
a board of three(3) membersof the bar within thejudicial district [The
Courtof CommonPleasofAlleghenyCountyandthe Courtof CommonPleas
of PhiladelphiaCountymay also by suchrulesseverallyfix any amountnot
more thanthreethousanddollars ($3,000)exclusiveof interestandcostsas
the amount in controversyup to which such submissionsshall he required.]
and mayfix the maximumamount required to be submittedin any
amount betweentwo thousanddollars ($2,000) and three thousand
dollars ($3,000),exclusiveofinterestandcosts.Caseswhich arenot at
issueandwhetheror not suit hasbeenfiled maybe referredto the board
of arbitrationby agreementof referencesignedby counselfor both sides
in the case.Saidagreementof referenceshalldefine the issuesinvolved
for determinationby the board and,when agreeable,shall also contain
stipulationswith respectto factssubmittedor agreedor defenseswaived.
In such cases,the agreementof referenceshall take the place of the
pleadingsin the caseandbe filed of record.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
