Amendingthe actof December27, 1951 (P.Ll742), entitled,as amended,“An
actto providerevenueby imposingaStatetax relatingto certaindocumentsand
transactions;prescribingandregulatingthe methodandmannerof evidencing
the paymentof suchtax; conferringpowersandimposingdutiesupon certain
persons,partnerships,associations,and corporations,sheriffs, recordersof
deeds,andthe Departmentof Revenue;savingcertainStateand local taxesand
authorizingamendments,extensionsandsupplementsto the ordinancesand
resolutions relating thereto; and providing penalties,” providing for the
paymentof commissionsto the county.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section6, act of December27, 1951 (P.L.1742),known as
“TheRealtyTransferTaxAct,” reenactedandamendedFebruary9, 1961
(P.L.13), and amendedSeptember16, 1961 (P.L.1355), is amended to
read:

Section 6. The department shall prescribe, prepare and furnish
stampsto eachrecorderofdeeds,of suchdenominationsandquantitiesas
maybenecessary,for thepaymentof thetax imposedandassessedby this
act.[Thedepartmentshallmakeprovisionsfor thesaleof suchstampsinsuch
placesas it may deemnecessary.]

The departmentshall [appoint the recorderof deedsin eachcounty and
otherpersonswithin or without theCommonwealth,as agents,in accordance
with the provisionsof The FiscalCode, the act of April nine, onethousand
nine hundredtwenty-nine(PamphletLaws343),as amended,for the sale of
stampsto heusedin payingthetax hereinimposedupondocuments,andmay
allow a commissionto said agentsof one percent of the face value of the
stamps:Provided,That any recorderof deedsactingas agentshall receivea
minimumcompensationof two hundredfifty dollars ($250)peryear.] allow
eachcountya commissionequalto onepercentof thefacevalueofthe
stampsor two hundredfifty dollars ($250) whicheveris greater. The
recorder of deeds shall pay the commissionherein allowed to the
generalfund of the county.The departmentshall pay the premium or
premiumson any bond or bondsrequiredby law to be procuredby [any
agent] recorderofdeedsfor the performanceof [his] their dutiesunder
this act. [This sectionshallnot beconstruedto requireanyrecorderof deeds
to acceptappointmentor serveas such agent.]

All moneyspaid into the StateTreasuryduring the effectiveperiodof this
act shall be creditedto the GeneralFund.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately andshall apply to all
recordersof deedsappointedor electedon or afterthe Tuesdaynextfollowing
the first Monday of November, 1969.
