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Amendingthe act of April 9, 1929 (P.L177),entitled “An act providingfor and
reorganizingthe conductof the executiveand administrativework of the
Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartmentthereofand theadministrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficersthereof,includingtheboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative
departments,boards,andcommissions;defining thepowersand dutiesof the
Governorand other executiveandadministrativeofficers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions,and officers; fixing the
salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers;providingfor theappointmentofcertain administrative
officers, and of all deputies and other assistantsand employes in certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;and prescribingthe mannerin which
the numberand compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employesofcertaindepartments,boardsandcommissionsshallbe determined,”
further regulatingtheprice to be paid for Stateforest lands.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 1802, act of April 9, 1929
(P.LJ77), known as “The Administrative Codeof 1929,” amendedApril
14, 1961 (P.L.90), is amendedto read:

Section1802. ForestPowersandDuties.—TheDepartmentof Forests
andWatersshallhavethe power,and its duty shallbe:

(a) With the approvalof the State Forest Commission, to acquire,in
the name of the Commonwealth, by purchase, gift, lease, or
condemnation,and holdasStateforests,subjectto theconditionsof any
such lease,and subject to such reservations,if any, of mineral rights,
stumpagerights, rights of way,or otherencumbrances,asthe department
andtheStateForestCommissiondeemto beconsistentwith suchholding,
any lands,including tax delinquentlands,which, in thejudgmentof the
department,the Commonwealthshould hold, manage,control, protect,
maintain, utilize, and regulate,as State forestsor for reforestation,and
adding to and extendingthe existing State forests for the purposeof
lesseningsoil erosionand silting up of reservoirs;control the flow of
streamsand extinguish interior holdings; or for the establishmentand
maintenanceof fire observationtowersand stations,andsuch adjoining
landsas maybe deemednecessaryto control,maintain,anddevelopsuch
towersandstations,andto furnish accessto them.Thepurchaseprice of
any such landsshall not exceedten dollars per acre,exceptsuch as are
acquiredfor fireobservationtowerandstationpurposes,except[theprice
paid for interior holdings andfarmsand marginalfarmsalong Stateforest
lands,whichshallnot exceedtwenty dollars per acre]for the pricepaidfor
lands approved by the State Forest Commission as essential to
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consolidate existing State forest lands in the interest of sound and
economical management practices by eliminating interior holdings and
marginal tracts which are deeply indented into State forests, which
shall not exceed one hundred dollars peracre and which moneys shall
come only from a restricted receipts fund, resulting from the sale of
Stateforest land as provided for in sections 1 through 5 of the act of May
5, 1921 (P.L.418,.J, entitled “An act authorizing the State Forest
Commission to exchange or sell certain portions of the State forest land,
and providing for the procedure.” The amount expendedfor the
acquisitionof landsfor Stateforestpurposes,in anyannualappropriation
period,shallnot exceedtheappropriationfor thatpurposefor suchperiod,
and the amount expendedfor other land acquisitionsshall not exceed
appropriationsmadeforsuchpurposes,exceptashereinbeforeprovide4~
