Amendingtheact ofJune3, 1937 (P.L.1225),entitled“An actconcerninggame
andotherwild birdsandwild animals;andamending,revising,consolidating,
andchangingthe law relatingthereto,”increasingthe feefor nonresidentand
alien hunters’licenses.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section303,act ofJune3, 1937(P.L.1225),knownas“The
GameLaw,” amendedDecember10, 1970(P.L.896),is amendedto read:

Section 303. NonresidentHunting andAlien License Fees.—Every
citizen of the United Stateswho is anonresidentof this Commonwealth,
upon applicationmade,in writing, to any agentauthorizedto issuesuch
licenses, or to the commission, unless any such person has been
disqualified for a licensein the mannerhereinafterspecified,andupon
paymentto saidagentor commissionof [twenty-five dollarsandthirty-five
cents($25.35)]forty dollars and thirty-five cents($40.35)shallbeentitled
to the licensehereindesignatedas aNonresidentHunter’sLicenseanda
tag with the numberof the licensethereon,which shallentitle theholder
to hunt for all wild birds andwild animalswhich may legally be hunted
in this Commonwealth,until the closeof the licenseyear.Other licenses
valid for use by nonresidentsandaliens shallbe as follows:

Nonresident trapper’s license which shall be issued only upon
applicationto theCommissionin Harrisburgandwhich shallbe effective
for the sameperiod as hunters’ licensesshall entitle the holder to take
through the use of traps or deadfallsonly wild birds and wild animals
which may legally be trappedin this Commonwealth,except beavers,
[twenty-fivedollars($25)]forty dollars ($40).Nothingin this clauseshallbe
construedto prohibit the holder of a nonresidenttrapper’slicensefrom
usingasidearmor a rifle not largerthan a .22rimfire caliberto kill legally
caughtbirds and animals.

Everyunnaturalizedpersonof foreign birth, upon written application
madeto any countytreasurerof Pennsylvaniaor any field division office
of thePennsylvaniaGameCommission,settingforth satisfactoryevidence
of his mental and physical fitness to carry and use firearms and
presentationof proofof legal entryinto the UnitedStates,unlessanysuch
personhas been disqualified for a license in the mannerhereinafter
specified,anduponthe paymentto any county treasurerin Pennsylvania
or anyfield division office of the PennsylvaniaGameCommissionthe fee
of [twenty-five dollars and thirty-five cents ($25.35)] forty dollars and
thirty-five cents($40.35)shallbe entitledto analien hunter’slicense,and
the proper tag issuedtherewith, but the county treasureror the field
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division office of thePennsylvaniaGameCommissionshallindicateon the
face of the licensethat the holder is an alien.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
