Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P.L.350),entitled “An act relating to the
retirementof public school employes;amending,revising, consolidatingand
changingthe lawsrelating thereto,”providingfor minimumandsupplemental
benefitsfor certain annuitants.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(5) of section407,act ofJune1, 1959 (P.L.350),
known asthe“Public SchoolEmployes’RetirementCodeof 1959,” added
June28, 1967 (P.L.129),is amendedto read:

Section407. Minimum andSupplementalBenefitsto FormerSchool
Employes.—

(5) Everyannuitantwho is in receiptof asuperannuation[ordisability
allowance]disability or withdrawal retirementannuity shallbe entitled
to receiveasupplementalStateannuity which shallbeequivalentto the
amountby which hisretirement[allowance]annuity prior to anyoptional
modification, or, in thecaseofa withdrawal retirementannuity, prior
to actuarial reduction by reason of retirement before reaching
superannuationretirementage,is less than [sixty-five dollars ($65)] one
hundreddollars ($100)for eachyearof creditedservice.[not in excessof
forty (40)years:Provided,however,Thatthesumof (a) theretirementallowance
prior to optional modification, (b) any social security old age or disability
insurancebenefit(primaryinsuranceamount)attributableto serviceasa school
employe,and (c) the supplementalStateannuity,shall not-exceedtwo thousand
six hundreddollars ($2,600) peryear.]

Section 2. Section407 of the actis amendedby addinga new subsectionto
read:

Section 407. Minimum and SupplementalBenefits to Former School
Employes.—

(7) Every annuitant who is in receipt of a superannuation,
withdrawal or disability retirement annuity which becameeffective
prior to July 1, 1967, including everyannuitant who is a memberof
Class T-C who retired prior to July 1, 1967, shall havehis retirement
annuity recomputedin accordancewith theprovisionsof clause(c) of
subsection(1) ofsection401 of this act and shall receivethegreaterofi
(i) suchincreasedbenefitor (ii) the amountdeterminedin accordance
with subsection(5) of section407of this act.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffectJuly 1, 1971.
