Amending the act of June28, 1947 (P.L.990),entitled, as amended,“An act to
permit employes of counties, cities, boroughs, towns and townships to
accumulateannualsick leavein certaincases,andregulatingthegrantingof sick
leave,” authorizingthe accumulationof sick leave.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 28, 1947 (P.L.990), entitled, as
amended,“An actto permit employesof counties,cities,boroughs,towns
and townships to accumulateannual sick leave in certain cases,and
regulatingthe grantingof sick leave,” amendedJune30, 1959 (P.L.500),
is amendedto read:

Section1. Any officer or employeof anycounty,city, borough,town
or townshipentitledby anylaw,ordinanceor regulationto anannualsick
leave, without diminution of their salary or compensation, may
accumulatesuchsick leavesfor aperiodnot to exceedthreeyearsandrnay
be grantedthe right by the county, city, borough,town or township to
accumulatesuchsick leave for a longerperiod [not to exceedfive years]
of time.

Eachsuch political subdivision shall have the power to establishand
enforcereasonableregulationsas to the use of such accumulatedsick
leavesfor the purposeof preventingthe abusethereof.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.
