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AmendingtheactofMay 1, 1933(P.L.216),entitled“An actrelating to dentistry;
definingandproviding for the licensingandregistrationof dentistsanddental
hygienists, and for the revocation and suspensionof such licenses and
registrations,subjectto appeal,andfor theirreinstatement;definingthepowers
and duties of the State Dental Council and Examining Board and the
Departmentof Public Instruction;providingpenalties;andrepealingexisting
laws,” further providing for the licensingof dental hygienists.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Clause(d) of section3, actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.216),known
as “The DentalLaw,” amendedJune28, 1947(P.L.1031),is amendedto
read:

Section3. GeneralPowersof theStateDentalCouncilandExamining
Board.—The State Dental Council and Examining Board (hereinafter
calledthe board),created,appointed,andorganizedin accordancewith
theprovisionsof theAdministrativeCode,andits amendments,shallhave
power:

(d) To~provide for and to regulatethe licensing,and to licenseas a
dental hygienist, after examination,any duly qualified person,not less
than[nineteen]eighteenyearsof age,of goodmoralcharacter,notaddicted
to the use of intoxicating liquor or narcoticdrugs,who hasobtainedthe
required education,together with a certificate or diploma from an
approvedinstitutionor collegefor thetrainingof dentalhygienists,or who
in lieu of such educationand certificate or diploma from an approved
institution or collegefor the training of dentalhygienists,hashadfifteen
(15)or moreyearsexperiencein the practiceof dentalhygiene,andwho
complieswith all otherrequirementsof law andsubmitsan applicationfor
a licenseto practicedental hygieneon or before the thirty-first day of
December,onethousandninehundredforty-sevenor who is a full-time
dentalstudenthaving successfullycompletedat leastfourfull semesters
in an approved institution or collegeconferring establisheddental
degrees.
