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Amendingthe act of June3, 1937 (P.L.1225),entitled “An act concerninggame
andotherwild birds andwild animals;andamending,revising, consolidating,
and changingthe law relating thereto,” specifying that the motor vehicle
registrationor identificationnumbershallconstituteprimafacieevidenceof the
operatorthereof.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Theact of June3, 1937 (P.L.1225),known as “The Game
Law,” is amendedby adding a sectionto read:

Section730.1. Motor VehicleRegistrationor IdentificationNumber
Prima Facie EvidenceofOperator.—Inany proceedingfor a violation
ofany of theprovisionsof this act or rules or regulationspromulgated
thereunder,the registration plate or identification numberdisplayed
on any vehicle propelled by mechanical power shall be prima facie
evidencethat theownerofsuchvehiclewasthenoperatingthesame.If
at any hearing or proceeding,the owner shall testify, under oath or
affirmation, thathewasnotoperatingthesaidvehicleat thetimeofthe
alleged violation of this act or rules or regulationspromulgated,and
shall submit himself to an examinationas to who at that time was
operatingsuch vehicle,and revealthe nameof theperson,if knownto
him, or, if the information is madein a countyother than that of his
ownresidence,shaliforward to themagistrateanaffidavit settingforth
thesefacts, then theprimafacie evidencearising from the registration
plate or identification numbershall be overcome.

Section2. This actshall take effect immediately.
