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AN ACT’

HB 2279

Amending the act of June 13, 1967 (P.L.31), entitled “An act to consolidate,
editorially revise,andcodify the public welfarelaws of the Commonwealth,”
graduallyproviding for the paymentby the Commonwealthof expensesof
keepingdelinquentjuveniles in forestry camps.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 354, act of June 13, 1967 (P.L.31), known as the
“Public Welfare Code,” is amendedto read:

Section354. Reimbursingthe State;CompensatingCampers.—~The]
Until theendof theperiod endingJune30, 1971,thecountyfrom which
eachboy wascommittedshallreimbursethe Commonwealthfor his care
at aratenot exceedingfifty percentof the per diemoperatingexpenses
for eachsuchboy. During theperiod commencingon July 1, 1971 and
endingonJune30,1972,seventy-fivepercentofthesaidcountyexpenses
shall be borneby thesaid countiesand twenty-fivepercentof thesaid
county expensesshall be borne by the Commonwealth.During th~
period commencingon July 1, 1972 and endingJune30, 1973,fifty
percentof thesaid countyexpensesshall be borneby thesaid counties
andfifty percentof the said county expensesshall be borne by the
Commonwealth.During the period commencingon July 1, 1973 and
endingJune30, 1974, twenty-fivepercentof the said county expenses
shall be borneby thesaid countiesandseventy-fivepercentof thesaid
countyexpensesshall beborneby theCommonwealth.Commencingon
July 1, 1974and annually thereafter,thetotal ofsuchcountyexpenses
shall be borneby the Commonwealth.For purposesof this sectionfor
determiningreimbursementto the Commonwealth,operatingexpenses
shallnot include compensationto campersfor servicesrenderedto the
Commonwealth.The departmentshall establish rules and regulations
respectingcircumstancesunderwhich compensationmaybepaidandthe
amountof suchcompensation.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.
