Amendingtheactof March 19, 1951 (P.L.28),entitled“An actrelating to thecivil
defenseof this Stateandits coordinationwith nationaldefense;providingfor
theestablishmentof aStateCouncil of Civil Defense,local anddistrictcouncils
of civil defense,Mobile SupportUnits; prescribingthe powers,duties and
immunities thereofandof their personnel;authorizingmutualaid compacts,
andprovidingpenalties,”providingimmunity to certain additionalpersons.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 11, act of March 19, 1951 (P.L.28), known as the
“State Council of Civil DefenseAct of 1951,” amendedJuly 29, 1953
(P.L.1027),is amendedto read:

Section 11. Immunity.—Neither the State nor any political
subdivision thereof nor other agenciesnor, except in casesof wilful
misconduct, the agents,employesor representativesof any of them
engagedin any civil defenseactivities, nor except in casesof wilful
misconduct’or grossnegligenceanyperson,firm, corporation orentity
under contractwith them to provideequipmentor work on a costbasis
to be used in disasterrelief, while complying with or attempting to
complywith thisactoranyruleor regulationpromulgatedpursuantto-the
provisionsof thisact, shallbeliable for thedeathof or anyinjury to persons
or damageto propertyasa result of such activity. Theprovisionsof this
sectionshallnot affectthe rightof anypersonto receivebenefitsto which
he would otherwisebe entitled under this act or under the Workmen’s
CompensationLaw or underanypensionlaw, nor the right of any such
personto receiveanybenefitsorcompensationunderanyactof Congress.

Any personowning or controlling real estateor other premises,who
voluntarily and without compensationgrants a licenseor privilege or
otherwisepermits thedesignationor useof the wholeor anypartor parts
of suchrealestateor premisesfor anycivil defensepurpose,shall, together
with his successorsin interest,if any,notbe civilly liable for negligently
causingthedeathor injuryor lossor damageof thepropertyof anyperson
whoshallbe uponsuchrealestateor otherpremisesfor anysuchpurpose.
