Amendingthe actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled“An actconcernin
townshipsof the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,an
changingthe law relating thereto,”further providing for the compensationof
the townshipmanager.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section599.1,act of May 1, 1933(P.L.103,No.69),known
as “The SecondClassTownshipCode,” reenactedandamendedJuly 10,
1947 (P.L.1481,No.567), andaddedMay 20, 1949 (P.L.1562,No.474),is
amendedto read:

Section 599.1. Appointment, Removal, Powers and Duties;
Compensation;Bond.—Thesupervisorsmay by ordinance,at any time,
createthe office of townshipmanagerand may, in like manner,abolish
the same.While said office existsthe supervisorsshall, from time to time,
and,wheneverthereis a vacancy,by majority vote,electone personto
fill saidoffice, who shallserveuntil his successoris electedandqualified.
Any suchtownshipmanagershallbesubjectto removalby thesupervisors
by majority vote.

The powersandduties[andthe compensation]of thetownship manager
shallbe fixed by ordinance.Thecompensationshallbe set by resolution
andpaid out of the generalfund of the township. The supervisorsmay
delegate,subjectto recall, any of their non-legislativepowersandduties
to the township manager.He shall give bond to the township, with
sufficient surety,to be approvedby the supervisors,in suchsumas they
shall by ordinancedirect, conditionedfor the faithful performanceof his
duties.

Theoffice of townshipmanagershallnot bedeemedincompatiblewith
the office of township secretary, township treasurer, or any other
townshipoffice or employment,except thatof supervisor.
