AmendingtheactofJune24,1931 (P.L.1206,No.331),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof thefirst class;amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthe
law relating thereto,”increasingthe compensationof commissioners.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section703,actofJune24, 1931 (P.L.1206,No.331),known
as “The First ClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedMay 27,
1949(P.L.1955,No.569),andamendedJuly 31, 1968 (P.L.848,No.248),is
amendedto read:

Section 703. Compensation.—Eachtownship commissioner shall
receivea salary of not more than [six hundred dollars] eight hundred
dollars per year in townships having a population of less than four
thousand,notmorethan[ninehundreddollars] twelvehundreddollarsper
year in townshipshavingapopulationof four thousandandmorebut less
thanten thousand,not morethan [twelvehundreddollars]fifteen hundred
dollars per year in townshipshaving a populationof ten thousandand
morebut lessthanfifteen thousand,not morethan[two thousanddollars]
twenty-fourhundreddollarsin townshipshavinga population-ofnot less
than fifteen thousandandnot morethan twenty-five thousand,andnot
more than [twenty-four hundred dollars] three thousand dollars in
townshipshaving a population in excessof twenty-five thousand.Such
salariesshallbepayablemonthly or quarterlyas full compensationfor the
dutiesimposedby the provisionsof this act.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
