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REORGANIZATION PLAN NO. 4 OF 1973

Section 1. The functions,powersanddutiesof the Departmentof
Educationwith regardto theprevention,research,educationandtraining
aspectsof drugandalcoholabuseanddependenceproblems,asset forth
in sections1 through6 inclusive, of the act of July 12, 1972 (P.L.765,
No.181),entitled “An actrelating to drugsandalcoholand their abuse,
providingfor projectsandprogramsandgrantsto educationalagencies,
otherpublic or privateagencies,institutionsor organizations”;andas set
forth in section1513,actof March 10, 1949 (P.L.30,No.14),knownas the
“Public SchoolCodeof 1949,” aretransferredto the Governor’sCouncil
on DrugandAlcohol Abuse.

Section2. The functions,powersanddutiesof the Departmentof
Healthwith regardto theprevention,treatment,rehabilitation,research,
education,andtrainingaspectsof drugandalcoholabuseanddependence
problemsincluding,but not limited to thosevestedin the coordinating
agency,the Division of Drug andAlcohol EmergencyMedical Services
andStudies,as set forth in sections1 and4 of theactof August20, 1953
(P.L.1212,No.338), entitled “An act providing for the study of the
problemsof alcoholism;the treatment,commitment,rehabilitationand
protectionof personsaddictedto theexcessiveuseof alcoholicbeverages;
conferring powers and imposing duties upon the courts and the
Departmentof Health;andmaking an appropriation”;andas set forth in
section2114 of theactof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),knownas “The
AdministrativeCodeof 1929,” aretransferredto the Governor’sCouncil
on Drug andAlcohol Abuse.

Section 3. The functions,powersanddutiesof the Departmentof
Public Welfare with regard to prevention, treatment, rehabilitation,
research,educationand training aspectsof drug andalcoholabuseand
dependenceproblemsincluding, but not limited to thosevestedin the
coordinatingagency,the Bureauof Drug andAlcohol AbuseTreatment
as set forth in section201 of theactof October20, 1966 (SpecialSession
No.3, P.L.96,No.6),knownas the“MentalHealthandMentalRetardation
Act of 1966,” are transferredfrom theDepartmentof Public Welfareto
the Governor’sCouncilon Drug andAlcohol Abuse.

Section4. Thereareherebytransferredto theGovernor’sCouncilon
Drug and Alcohol Abuse to be used, employed and expendedin
connectionwith the functions,powersanddutiestransferredby sections
1, 2 and3 of thisReorganizationPlan:the property,supplies,equipment,
records and files now being used or held in connection with such
functions,powersandduties;thepersonnelemployedin connectionwith
such functions, powers and duties; and t~ieunexpendedbalancesof
appropriations,allocationsandany otherfunds availableor to be made
availablefor use in connectionwith such functions,powersandduties.
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Section5. Sections1 through6, inclusive,of theactof July 12, 1972
(P.L.765,No.181), entitled “An actrelatingto drugsandalcoholandtheir
abuse,providing for projectsand programsand grants to educational
agencies,otherpublicor privateagencies,institutionsor organizations”;
andsection1513 of theactof March 10, 1949 (P.L.30,No.14), knownas
the “Public SchoolCodeof 1949”; andsections1 and4of theactof August
20, 1953(P.L.1212,No.338),entitled“An actprovidingfor thestudyof the
problemsof alcoholism;the treatment,commitment,rehabilitationand
protectionof personsaddictedto theexcessiveuseof alcoholicbeverages;
conferring powers and imposing duties upon the courts and the
Departmentof Health;andmakingan appropriation”;andsection2114
of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as “The
AdministrativeCode of 1929”; andsection201 of theactof October20,
1966 (Special SessionNo.3, P.L.96, No.6), knownas the “Mental Health
and Mental RetardationAct of 1966,” are suspendedin so far as they
conflict with this ReorganizationPlan.

Section6. This ReorganizationPlanshall takeeffect July 1, 1973.

Assemblyon April 9, 1973, was approvedby amajority voteof the duly
electedmembershipof eachHouseof the GeneralAssembly,the last
approvalhavingoccurredon May 22, 1973.)
