A SUPPLEMENT

SB 1581

To theactof November30, 1965(P.L.843, No.355),entitled“An actprovidingfor
the establishmentand operationof TempleUniversityasaninstrumentalityof
theCommonwealthto serveasaState-relateduniversityin thehighereducation
systemof theCommonwealth;providing for changeof name;providingfor the
compositionof theboardof trustees;termsof trustees,andthepowerandduties
of such trustees;providing for preferenceto Pennsylvaniaresidentsin tuition;
providing for public support and capital improvements; authorizing
appropriationsin amountsto be fixed annually by the General Assembly;
providingfor theauditingof accountsofexpendituresfromsaidappropriations;
authorizing the issuance of bonds exempt from taxation within the
Commonwealth;requiring the Presidentto make an annualreport of the
operationsof TempleUniversity,” makingappropriationsfor carryingthesame
into effect, providing for a basis for paymentsof such appropriationand
providing a methodof accountingfor the funds appropriated.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be
necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedto theTrusteesof Temple
Universityat Philadelphiafor thefiscalyearJuly 1, 1976to June30, 1977,
for the purposesand in the amountsas shown:

(1) For educationalandgeneralexpenses $56,987,000
(2) For cost of studentaid 3,018,000
(3) For instruction- Doctor of Medicineonly . . . . 5,412,000
(4) For operationof dental clinics in the School of

Dentistry 600,000
Section2. Payments to Temple University on account of the

appropriationsfor all items,as provided in section 1, exceptfor instruc-
tion - Doctorof Medicine,shall be madeon the basisofcostsduringthe
fiscal year.

Paymentsfor instruction- Doctorof Medicineonlyshallbemadeonthe
basis of full-time equivalentstudentsenrolledat the rate of $7,465 per
student.

Section3. If necessary,TempleUniversity maytransferfundsamong
the appropriationslisted in section 1, clauses(I) and(2): Provided,That
theaggregateamounttransferredinto or outof eachappropriationduring
thefiscalyearshall notexceed5% of theamountspecificallyappropriated
for that purpose.

Section4. Paymentto TempleUniversity of theappropriationsherein
providedshall be mademonthly during the fiscal year.

Suchmonthlypaymentsshallbemadeinaccordancewiththeprovisions
of sections2 and3, on the basisof estimatedcostsandfull-time equivalent
studentsenrolledin theDoctorofMedicineprogram.Theestimateofcosts
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shallbesubmittedby TempleUniversity totheSecretaryof Education,the
GeneralAssemblyandto theStateTreasurernotlaterthan30 dayspriorto
the dateon which suchpaymentis to be made.

Section5. TempleUniversityshall apply the moneysappropriatedby
this act only for suchpurposesas are permittedin this actandshallatall
times maintainproper recordsshowingthe applicationof such moneys.
Not later than 120 daysafter thecloseof thefiscal yearto which this act
relates,Temple University shall file with the Secretaryof Education,the
GeneralAssemblyandwith theAuditor Generalof the Commonwealtha
statementsettingforththeamountsandpurposesof all expendituresmade
from moneysappropriatedby thisactandotheruniversityaccountsduring
said fiscalyear the numberof full-time equivalentstudentsenrolledin the
Doctor of Medicineprogramandcosts,asprovidedin section2, usedas a
basis for receipt of any appropriationduring said fiscal year. Such
statementof expenditures,andnumberof full-time equivalentstudents
enrolledin the Doctor of Medicineprogramandcostsshallbereviewedby
the Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,andheshall havethe right, in
respect to the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit and disallow
expendituresmadefor purposesnotpermittedby thisactandto causesuch
sumsto be recoveredandpaidby TempleUniversity totheTreasurerofthe
Commonwealth.TheAuditor Generalshallalsomakeadeterminationof
full-time equivalentstudentsenrolledin the Doctorof Medicineprogram
and costs and makecertification as to their correctness.In respectto
expendituresmade by the university from moneys other than those
appropriatedby this act, theAuditor Generalshallhavetheright to review
only andheshallfile annuallywith the GeneralAssemblysuchinformation
concerningsaid expendituresas the GeneralAssembly or any of its
committeesmay require.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governorand the
Appropriations and EducationCommitteesof the Senateand Houseof
Representativesandshall includedatafor all programsof theuniversity
excepttheDoctorof Medicineprogram.The report,to besubmittedprior
to November 1, 1977, shall cover the twelve-monthperiod beginning
September1, 1976. The report shall include for each term during the
period:

(1) The following countsanddistributions:
(i) The definitionsandnumbersof full-time facultymembers,of part-

timefacultymembers,of full-time studentsenrolledingraduatecourses,of
full-time studentsenrolled in undergraduatecourses,of part-timestudents
enrolled in graduatecourses,and of part-time studentsenrolled in
undergraduatecourses.

(ii) A distribution of part-timefacultymembersby the percentageof
full-time employment.

(iii) Total numbersof undergraduatestudentcredithours,divided:into
lower division and upperdivision levels,and of graduatestudentcredit
hoursdivided into three levels master’s,first professionalanddoctoral.
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(iv) Number of different coursesscheduledby level of instruction,
distributed by the numberof sectionsscheduledin eachcourseand the
sectionsdistributedby the number of studentsenrolledin eachsection.

(v) Numberof termsscheduledand the datesthereof.
(2) A classification of faculty members or other professional

employeesby title including: professor,associateprofessor,assistant
professor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarian,andacademic
administrator; faculty membersor other professionalemployeesunder
each title to be subdividedby type of assignment:undergraduatecourses
only, graduatecoursesonly, orbothgraduateandundergraduatecourses;
andeachsuchset of facultymembersor otherprofessionalemployeesto be
further subdividedby type of employment:full-time or part-time;andthe
following aggregatesfor eachsuch subdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumber.
(ii) Thesumof creditsassignedtoundergraduatecoursesandthesum

of creditsassignedtograduatecoursestaught,divided into lowerdivision,
upperdivision, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral levels.

(iii) The sum of undergraduatestudentcredit hoursand the sumof
graduatestudentcredithoursgenerated;divided into lowerdivision,upper
division, master’s,first professionalanddoctorallevels.

(iv) Total salarypaid.
(v) Total salarypaid from universityfunds.
(vi) Total salarypaid from Federalfunds.
(vii) Total salarypaid from other funds.
(3) For each term of the period covered for each full-time faculty

memberidentified by school,departmentandtitle:
(i) An analysis of the averagehours per week spent in university-

related activities, stating specifically hours spent in undergraduate
classroomcontact and graduate classroom contact, hours spent in
preparation,hoursspent in researchand hoursspentin public service.

(ii) The total salarypaid andthe salarypaid from university funds.
Section 7. In addition to the requirementsof section6, the report

coveringthe twelve-month period beginning September1, 1976, shall
include for all programsof the university exceptthe Doctorof Medicine
program:

(I) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegree,
andfor a master’sdegree.

(2) Numberof bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degrees,and doctoral degreesawarded in 1974, 1975 and 1976 and
estimated1977.

Section8. The university shall providesuchinformation andin such
form and manneras the Departmentof Educationmay prescribe.

Section 9. The university shall report its revenuesand expenditures
and presentits financialstatementsrequiredunderthe provisionsof this
act in accordancewith generally acceptedaccountingprinciples and
proceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas set forth in “Higher Education
FinanceManual of 1975,” without exception.
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Section 10. This act shall take effect immediately.
