The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

(P.L.725,No.244),are amendedandSubdivisionI of ClauseB ofsection2
is amendedby addinga projectto read:

Section2. Itemization and Authorization of Projects.—Additional
capital projects in the category of public improvementprojectsto be
constructedby TheGeneralStateAuthority, its successorsorassigns,and
to be financedby the incurringof debt,are herebyitemized,togetherwith
their respectiveestimatedfinancialcostsandthe total additionalamount
authorizedfor public improvementprojects,as follows:
