HB 2451

Amending theact of May I I, 1905 (P.L.5 18, No.429),entitled“An actmakingan
appropriationfor the erectionof a homeor schoolfor indigentorphans,to be
calledthe ThaddeusStevensIndustrial andReformSchoolof Pennsylvania,in
which school provisionshall bemadefor giving instructionin reading,writing,
arithmetic, drawing, duties of citizenship, elementarymanual training, the
elementsof farming, andother requisitebranches,”changingthe nameof the
school,further providing for administration,admissions,tuition students,ex-
officio visitors and the annualreport, providing for a president,and other
administrativepersonneland rights of teachers,eliminatingsalaryprovisions
andmaking editorial corrections.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The title, act of May 11, 1905 (P.L.518,No.429),entitled
“An act makingan appropriationfor theerectionof a homeor schoolfor
indigentorphans,tobecalledtheThaddeusStevensIndustrialandReform
Schoolof Pennsylvania,in whichschoolprovisionshallbemadeforgiving
instructionin reading,writing, arithmetic,drawing, dutiesof citizenship,
elementarymanualtraining, the elementsof farming,andotherrequisite
branches,”is amendedto read:

AN ACT

Makinganappropriationfor theerectionof ahomeorschool-forindigent
orphans,to be called the ThaddeusStevens [Industrial and Reform
School of Pennsylvania,]SlateSchoolof Technologyin which school
provision shall be made for giving instruction in reading, writing,
arithmetic,drawing,dutiesof citizenship,elementarymanualtraining,
the elementsof farming, andotherrequisitebranches.
Section2. Section 1 of the act, amendedApril 29, 1909 (P.L.274,

No.176), is amendedto read:
Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That within ninetydaysof thepassageof

this act, the Governorshall appoint five commissioners,who shallserve
without compensation,who shall build an institution on such plot of
ground,not lessthantwo acres,asthecitizensof Lancaster,Pennsylvania,
may donatefor the purposeaforesaid,for the educationand trainingof
indigentorphans:Provided,however,If a sufficientnumberof theabove
class to fill the placesprovided in said school,who are deemedby the
trustees,underrulesestablishedfor thegovernmentoftheschool,qualified
foradmission,shallnotapply,thentheboardof trusteesof thecorporation
createdby thisact mayadmit, first, (i) [orphanswhomay not be indigent]
olherdeservingpersons,and,afterwards,(ii) [other deservingboys~thougk
they be not orphans,] orphanswho mayfbI be indigenlas the trusteesin
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theirbestjudgmentmaythink proper.Thoseshallbedeemedorphanswho
havelost eitherparent.

Section3. Section5 of the act is amendedto read:
Section5. The buildingsshall be separated,andshallembraceoneor

more school-houses,and one or more workshops,and an isolating
hospital, all on suchscaleaswill createaninstitutionaccommodatingnot
less than two hundred[boys]persons,plannedand locatedfor easyand
naturaladditions,as the needsof the institution may demand.

Section4. Section7 of the act, amendedJune21, 1947 (P.L.764,
No.327),is amendedto read:

Section7. The said commissioners,upon the completion of the said
institution, shall surrendertheir trust to a boardof trusteesto consistof
nine members,whoshallservewithoutcompensation,andbeappointedby
the Governor,by andwith the advice andconsentof the Senate.Said
trusteesshall be a body politic or corporate,of the nameof theThaddeus
Stevens[Trade School] StateSchoolof Technology.They shallmanage
anddirect theaffairs of the institution,andmakeall necessaryby-lawsand
regulations,notinconsistentwith eithertheprovisionsof theConstitution,
[or] lawsof theCommonwealth,orrulesandregulationsoftheStateBoard
ofEducation. Of the trusteesfirst appointed,threeshallserveforoneyear,
threefor two years,andthreefor threeyears,andat theexpirationof the
respective periods the vacanciesshall be filled by the Governor, by
appointment,for three years,as hereinbeforeprovided;and shouldany
vacancyoccurby deathor resignation,or otherwise,of any trustee,such
vacancyshallbefilled, by appointmentasaforesaid,for theunexpiredterm
of said trustee.The [Superintendentof Public Instruction] Secretaryof
Educationshall be ex-officio memberof the boardof trustees.

Section5. Theact is amendedby addinga sectionto read:
Section7.1. The chief administrator and academicofficer of the

ThaddeusStevensStateSchoolofTechnologyshallbethepresidentwhose
duties shall be defined by the Board of Trusteesandapprovedby the
SecretaryofEducation.Otheradministrativepersonneishallbedesignated
at the discretionof the Boardof Trustees.

Section6. Sections8and8.loftheact,amendedoraddedJanuaryl4,
1952 (P.L. 1927,No.532),areamendedto read:

Section8. Thereshall be receivedinto theinstitution indigentorphan
[boys] personsor other deserving[boys] persons, from the State of
Pennsylvania,abovethe age of fifteen years,whoseadmissionmay be
appliedfor undersuchregulationsasthe Boardof Trusteesmayadopt.In
consideringsuchadmissionno preferenceshall be shown on accountof
race, [or] color, [or] sex, marital status, ethnic group or religion. The
courseof instructionshallbe the equivalentlevelof thejunior andsenior
yearof a four yearpublic vocational-technicalhigh school[courseand]
and/or a two year postsecondaryinstitution which shall include (1)
vocationaleducationof [lessthan collegegrade] no more than twoyears
leadingto theawardingofdiplomas,cert~flcatesorassociatedegrees,when
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approvedby theSecretaryof Education in accordancewith rules and
regulationsestablishedby the StateBoard/or this levelof education,for
the purposeof fitting pupilsto pursueeffectively a recognizedprofitable
employment,and(2) eveningor otherclassesprovidingsuchinstruction
for persons[seventeenyearsof ageor over]who haveleft full-time school
providing theBoardof Trusteesshall establishandchargetuitionfor-such
instruction that will coverthe totalcost of instruction including all direct
costsand the allocableportion of all applicable indirect costs.

Section 8.1. In addition to State-supportedresident studentsas
definedin section1, the boardof trusteesmayadmitforstudyattheschool
part-time or full-time [nonresident]tuition students,and shall fix and
chargetuition ratesasapprovedby theSecretaryof Education for such
[nonresident]students.All money collectedas tuition by the institution
shall be paid into the GeneralFund and creditedto the appropriations
madeto the institution.

Section7. Section 10 of the act is amendedto read:
[Section10. The salariesof the officers, teachersandattendantsof the

institution shall be fixed by the Boardof Trustees.]
Section8. The act is amendedby addinga sectionto read:
Section10.1. Except as otherwiseprovidedby law, teachersin the

ThaddeusStevensState School of Technologyshall enjoy the same
privileges, including tenure rights, and be subjectto the same laws as
teachersin thepublic schoolsof this Commonwealth.

Section9. Section 11 of the act is amendedto read:
Section 11. The Governor, [Superintendentof Public Instruction]

Secretaryof Education, Judgesof the severalcourts of the State,and
SenatorsandRepresentativesin the Legislatureshallbeex-officio visitors
of said institution; andit shallbe subjectto inspectionby the Department
of [PublicInstruction]Education;andanannualreportof theconductand
managementof the schoolshall bemadeby the [Superintendentof Public
Instruction] Presidentto the GeneralAssemblyand the Secretaryof
Education.

Section 10. Wheneverin any law referenceis madeto the Thaddeus
StevensIndustrial and ReformSchoolof Pennsylvaniaor the Thaddeus
StevensTrade School it shall be deemedto refer to and include the
ThaddeusStevensStateSchoolof Technology.

Section 11. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
