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EFFECTIVE DATES OF STATUTES
Sections1701 (a) (5) and(b) (2), 1702 (4) and 1703 (5) of Title 1 (General

Provisions)of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:
§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) General rule.—Except as otherwise provided in this chapterall
statutesenactedfinally at anyregularsessionof the GeneralAssemblynot
containinga specifiedeffectivedateshall beeffectiveon thedatespecified
by that one of the following rules of constructionin effect on the dateof
final enactmentof the statute:

(5) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—60daysafter final
enactment.
(b) Statutesenactedafter effectivedatethereinspecified.—Exceptas

otherwiseprovidedin thischapterall statutesenactedfinallyatany-re-gular
sessionof the GeneralAssemblyafter the effectivedatethereinspecified
shall beeffectiveon the datespecifiedby that oneof thefollowing rulesof
constructionin effect on the dateof final enactmentof the statute:

(2) Final enactmenton or after January 10, 1960.—60days after
final enactment.

§ 1702. Statutes making appropriations

Appropriationstatutes,or statuteshavingappropriationitemsenacted
finally at anyregularsessionofthe GeneralAssembly,shallbeeffectiveon
thedatespecifiedby thatoneof thefollowingrulesofconstructionineffect
on the date of final enactmentof the statute:

(4) Final enactmenton or after June 6, 1969.—onthe first day of
July next following their final enactment,unlessa different date is
specifiedin thestatuteitself, or unlessanysuchstatuteis enactedfinally
after the first day of July in anyyear,or afterthe datespecifiedin the
statute,in which case it shall be effective immediately upon final
enactment.

§ 1703. Statutes affecting the budget of any politicalsubdivision

Statutesaffectingthe budgetof anypolitical subdivisionenactedfinally
at anyregularsessionof theGeneralAssemblyshallbeeffectiveonthe-date
specified by that oneofthefollowing rulesof constructionineffect on the
dateof final enactmentof the statute:
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(5) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—onthe datespecified
in the statute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if no dateis specified,
then at the beginning of the fiscal year of the political subdivision
affectedfollowing the dateof final enactmentof the statute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF
AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections1104and1951 of Title I (GeneralProvisions)ofthePennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printing of amendatory statutes

(a) General rule.—The Director of the Legislative ReferenceBureau
shall, in printing amendatorystatutes,causeto be printed thesectionor
partof thestatuteonly asreenacted.Exceptas providedinsubsection(b) of
this section,in thesectionor part of the law reenacted,the Director shall
causeto be printedbetweenbrackets,thewords,phrases,orprovisionsof
theexistingstatute,if any,which havebeenstrickenout or eliminatedby
theadoptionof theamendment,andheshallcauseto beprintedin italicsor
with underscoringall new words,phrasesor provisions,if any,whichhave
been inserted into or addedto the statute by the passageof such
amendment.

(b) Pennsylvania ConsolidatedStatutes.—In printingas muchof any
statuteas addsan entiretitle, part, article,chapter,subchapteror other
majorsubdivisionto thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,theDirector
shall cause such addition to be printed in Roman type without
underscoring,andinprintingasmuchof anystatuteasdeletesorrepealsan
entiretitle, part, article,chapter,subchapteror othermajorsubdivisionof
thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,the Directorshallnotcausetobe
printed the provisionswhich have beendeletedor repealedunlessthe
deletionor repealwaseffectedby the use of brackets.

§ 1951. Interpretation of amendatory statutes

In ascertainingthe correct reading, statusand interpretationof an
amendatorystatute,the matterinsertedwithin bracketsshall be omitted,
andthematterin italicsor underscoredshallbereadandinterpretedaspart
of the statute.
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
