Amending Title 18 (Crimes and Offenses)of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutes,addinga penaltyfor furnishingor givingmoneytoaninmateinaState
or countycorrectionalinstitution.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section5123 of Title 18, act of November 25, 1970
(P.L.707,No.230), known as the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,is
amendedto read:
§ 5123. Contraband.

(a) Contrabandto confinedpersonsprohibited.—A personcommitsa
misdemeanorof thefirst degreeif hesells,gives,orfurnishesto anyconvict
in a prison,or inmatein a mentalhospital,or givesawayin, or brings into
anyprison,mentalhospital,oranybuildingappurtenantthereto,oronthe
land grantedto or ownedor leasedby theCommonwealthor countyfor the
useandbenefitof the prisonersor inmates,or puts in anyplacewhere it
may be securedby a convict of a prison,inmateof amentalhospital,or
employeethereof, any kind of spirituous or fermentedliquor, drug,
medicine,poison,opium, morphine,or otherkind of narcotics,(exceptthe
ordinaryhospitalsupplyoftheprisonor mentalhospital)without-awritten
permit signed by the physicianof suchinstitution,specifyingthequantity
andqualityof theliquor ornarcoticwhichmaybefurnishedtoanyconvict,
inmate,or employeein the prison or mental hospital, the name of the
prisoner,inmate,or employeefor whom,andthetimewhenthesamemay
befurnished,whichpermit shallbedeliveredto andkeptby thewardenor
superintendentof the prison or mentalhospital.

(b) Moneyto inmatesprohibited~—A personcommitsa misdemeanor
of thethird degreeif hegivesorfurnishesmoneyto anyinmateconfinedin
a State or county correctional institution, provided notice of this
prohibition is adequatelypostedattheinstitution. Apersonmay,however,
deposit money with the superintendent, warden, or other authorized
individual in chargeof a Stateor county correctional institution for the
benefitanduseof anmm aleconfinedtherein,which shallbecrediledtothe
inmate’s account and expendedin accordance with the rules and
regulations of the institution. The personmaking the depositshall be
providedwith a written receiptfor the amountdeposited.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect in 60 days.
