Amending theactof August10, 1951 (P.L.1182,No.264),entitled“An actrelating
to anddefining chiropracticand the right to practicechiropractic; requiring
licensure;conferring powersand imposing duties upon the State Board of
ChiropracticExaminersand the Departmentof Public Instruction;providing
for the granting,suspensionand revocationof licensesissued by the board:
preservingthe rightsof existinglicenseesandgivingthemcertainpersQnalchoice
as to jurisdiction; conferringjurisdiction upon the court of commonpleasof
DauphinCounty: and prescribingpenalties,”furtherprovidingfor preliminary
educationalrequirements.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 7, act of August 10, 1951 (P.L.ll82, No.264),
known as the “ChiropracticRegistrationAct of 1951 ,“ amendedJanuary
14, 1952 (P.L.l987,No .554), is amendedto read:

Section7. Preliminary EducationalQualifications.—Nopersonafter
theeffectivedateof thisactshall be licensedtopracticechimpractic-unless
he or she produces proof to the board, before taking his or her
examination,of havinghada generaleducationof notlessthana standard
four yearhighschoolcourseor its equivalentand[not Jessthan oneyearof
college credits in physics, chemistry and biology, asdeterminedby the
Department of Public Instruction.] shall havegraduatedfrom a board
approvedcollegeof chiropractic which now and hereafter requires a
minimumof sixty (60)collegecredit hours, including not less than six (6)
credit hours each in both chemist,yand biology as a prerequisitefor
admission.

Section2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
