Amendingtheactof July28, 1953(P.L.723,No.230),entitled,asamended,“An act
relatingto countiesof thesecondclassand secondclassA; amending,revising,
consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto,” furtherproviding for
countypublic defendersto organizea Stateassociationand for thepaymentof
expensesthereof.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section432, actof July28, 1953(P.L.723,No.230),known
as the “SecondClassCounty Code,” clause(1) amendedNovember23,
1976 (P.L.I 127, No.238),is amendedto read:

Section432. StateAssociationsAuthorized.—Countyofficers of the
county may join with county officers of other counties of the
Commonwealthandorganizea Stateassociation,as follows:

(1) The countycommissioners,togetherwith the countysolicitorand
thechief clerk to the countycommissionersandcertainofficerswho are
counterpartpersonnelincountieshavingaHomeRuleCharteroroptional
form of government;

(2) The countycontrollers;
(3) The sheriffs;
(4) The district attorneys;
(5) The probationofficers;
(6) The registersof wills;
(7) The prothonotariesand clerksof courtsof quartersessions;
(8) The countytreasurers;
(9) The recordersof deeds;
(10) The directorsof veterans’affairs;
(11) Public defenders.
Section 2. Section434 and subsection(b) of section436 of the act,

amendedJune30, 1969 (P.L.101,No.38), are amendedto read:
Section 434. Deputies and Solicitors May Attend Annual

Meetings.—Thedeputycontroller,the deputysheriff, the deputyregister
of wills, thedeputytreasurer,thedel)utyprothonotary,thedeputyclerkof
courts,thedeputyrecorderofdeeds,thedeputyclerkof orphans’court, the
first assistantdistrictattorney,oneassistantpublic defenderandthe chief
deputycoroner,with theapprovalofhisprincipalandthesolicitorforeach
office mayattendtheannualmeetingsof hisrespectiveassociations,either
togetherwith thecontroller,sheriff, registerofwills, prothonotary,clerkof
courts,recorderof deeds,district attorney,public defender,coroneror
treasurer,as the casemay be,or in his place.
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- Section436. OtherMeetingExpensesPaidby County._* * *

(b) In the caseof the county controllers,the sheriffs, the registerof
wills, the county commissioners,county solicitor and chief clerk, the
prothonotariesandclerksof courtsof [quartersessions]commonpleas,the
county treasurers,the recordersof deeds,thepublic defendersand the
directorsof veterans’affairs, theportionof theannualexpenseschargedto
eachcountyshallnotexceedonehundreddollars($100);andin thecaseof
theprobationofficers, anannualmembershipsubscriptionnotexceeding
six dollarsandtwenty-five cents($6.25)permembershallbe paidby the
county, and shall be in lieu of the expenseshereinbeforein this section
providedfor othercountyofficers.

Section3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
