To theactofSeptember28, 1978 (P.L. ,No.151),entitled“An actprovidingfor
the capital budget for the fiscal year 1978-1979,” itemizing transportation
assistanceprojects to be acquired or constructed by the Pennsylvania
TransportationAssistanceAuthority togetherwith their estimatedfinancial
cost;authorizingthe incurringofdebtwithouttheapprovaloftheelectors-for-the
purposeof financingthe projects,statingtheestimatedusefullife oftheprojects,
and makingan appropriation.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section2. Allocation of Funds.—Wheneveras determinedby the
PennsylvaniaTransportationAssistanceAuthority, the full estimated
financial costs of any of the transportationassistanceprojectsitemized
hereinis notnecessaryfor theproperdesign, acquisition of an interest in or
constructionof such project,the excessfunds no longerrequiredmay be
allocated by the PennsylvaniaTransportationAssistanceAuthority to
increase the estimated cost of any one or more of the transportation

assistance projects specifically itemized in a capital budget.
Section3. Debt Authorization.—TheGovernor,Auditor Generaland

StateTreasurerareherebyauthorizedanddirectedto borrow,fromtimeto
time, in additionto anyauthorizationheretoforeor hereafterenacted,on
the creditof theCommonwealth,subjectto thelimitationsprovidedin the
currentcapitalbudget,moneynot exceedingin theaggregatethe sumof
$73,955,000as may be found necessaryto carry out the acquisitionand
constructionof thetransportationassistanceprojectsspecificallyitemized
in acapitalbudget.

Section4. Issueof Bonds.—Theindebtednesshereinauthorizedshall
be incurredfrom timeto timeandshallbeevidencedby oneor moreseries
of general obligation bonds of the Commonwealthin such aggregate
principal amount for each series as the Governor, Auditor General and
StateTreasurershalldetermine,butthelateststatedmaturitydate~sha1Lnot
exceed 30 years from the date of the bond first issued for each such series.

Section 5. Estimated Useful Life of Projects.—TheGeneralAssembly
statesthat the estimated useful life of transportationassistanceprojects
heretoforeitemized in thecapitalbudgetfor fiscalyears 1978-1979is not
less than 30 yearsfrom thedateof completionor acquisitionof rights-of-
way, track, roadbeds,tunnels,electrificationsystems,structures,airport
improvements,buildings,stations,landsandintereststhereinandthelike;
is not lessthan 15 yearsfrom the dateof acquisitionof rollingstock;andis
not less than 12 years from the date of acquisition of passenger buses. The
term of the debtauthorizedto be incurredhereundershallnotexceed30
yearsfrom the.dateof the first acquisitionor completion.

Section 6. Appropriation.—Thenet proceedsof the sale of the
obligationshereinauthorizedare herebyappropriatedfrom the Capital
FacilitiesFundto thePennsylvaniaTransportationAssistanceAuthority
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in the maximum amountof $73,955,000to be usedby it exclusivelyto
defraythe financialcostsof transportationassistanceprojectsspecifically
itemized in a capitalbudget.After reservingor payingtheexpensesof the
saleof the obligation,theStateTreasurershallpayoutto thePennsylvania
TransportationAssistanceAuthority themoneysasrequiredandcertified
by it to be legally due and payable.

Section 7. FederalFunds.—Inadditionto thosefundsappropriatedin
section 6, all moneys received from the Federal Government for the
construction of the public improvementprojects specifically itemized
herein are also hereby appropriated for those projects.

Section 8. Effective Date.—This act shall take effect July 1, 1978, or if
enacted subsequent to that date, immediately.

APPROVED—The28th day of September, 1978, except as to the following
items:

Section 6. Appropriation.—The net proceeds of the sale of the
obligations herein authorized are hereby appropriated from the Capital
Facilities Fund to the Pennsylvania Transportation Assistance Authority
in the maximum amount of $73,955,000 to be used by it exclusively to
defray the financial costs of transportation assistance projects specifically
itemized in a capitalbudget.After reservingor payingthe expensesof the
sale of the obligation, the State Treasurer shall pay out to the Pennsylvania
Transportation Assistance Authority the moneys as required and certified
by it to be legally dueand payable.
