Amendingtheactof May3, 1933 (P.L.242,No.86),entitled,asamended,“An actto
promote the public health and safety by providing for examinationand
registrationof thosewho desireto engagein the occupationof beautyculture;
definingbeautyculture,and regulatingbeautycultureshops,schools,students,
apprentices,teachers,managersand operators;conferringpowersandduties
upon the Commissionerof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs in the
Departmentof State;providingfor appealsto certaincourtsby applicantsand
licensees;and providingpenalties,”providingforequalrightsbetweenmanand
woman.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Thedefinitionof “BeautyCulture” in section1, actof May
3, 1933 (P.L.242,No.86),referredto astheBeautyCultureLaw, amended
January14, 1952 (P.L.2047,No.578),is amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That—Definitions.—Thefollowing
wordsor phrases,unlessthecontextclearly indicatesotherwise,shallhave
the meaningsascribedto them in thissection:

“BeautyCulture” includesanyor all workdonefor compensationby any
person,which work is generallyandusuallyperformedby hairdressers,
cosmetologists,cosmeticians,beauticians or beauty culturists, and
howeverdenominated,which work is for the embellishment,cleanliness
and beautificationof the [women’sJ human hair, such as arranging,
dressing,curling,waving,permanentwaving,cleansing,cutting, singeing,
bleaching,coloring,pressing,or similarwork thereonandthereabout,and
theremovalof superfluoushair,andthemassaging,cleansing,stimulating,
manipulating,exercising,or similar work upon the scalp,face, armsor
hands,or theupperpart of thebody,by theuseofmechanicalor electrical
apparatusor appliancesor cosmetics,preparations,tonics, antiseptics,
creamsor lotions, or by any other means,andof manicuringthe nails,
which enumeratedpracticesshall be inclusive of theterm beautyculture
but not in limitation thereof.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
