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Creatingthe VeteransMemorial Commissionas a temporarybody to develop
detailedplansfor the creationof a StateMemorial honoringPennsylvania
servicemenand to submit a report of its findings, recommendationsand
proposedlegislationto the GeneralAssembly.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. There is herebycreateda temporarycommission to be
known as the Veterans Memorial Commission for the purposeof
developing plans for the creation of a State Memorial at the
Indiantown Gap National Cemetery in honor of Pennsylvania
servicemen.

Section2. The memorial commissionshall consistof six members
as follows:

(1) The AdjutantGeneral.
(2) The Secretaryof GeneralServices.
(3) The Executive Director of the PennsylvaniaHistorical and

MuseumCommission,who shall be the chairmanor chairperson.
(4) A memberof a veteransorganizationappointedby the Adju-

tantGeneral.
(5) A memberof the Houseof Representativesto be appointed

by the Speakerthereof.
(6) A memberof the Senateto be appointedby the President

pro temporethereof.
The membersof thecommissionshall servewithout remuneration.
Section3. The memorial commission shall have the power and

duty to develop detailed plans including site, size, costs and other
similar relevant items and facts germaneto the creation of a State
Memorial. It shall presentits findings and recommendationstogether
with drafts of necessarylegislationto effectuatethe samein a written
report to the GeneralAssembly.Upon submissionof such report or
the expirationof two yearsfrom the effectivedate of this act, which-
everis earlier,the commissionshall expire.

Section4. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
