Amendingtheact of February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.l656,No.581), entitled “An
act concerningboroughsandrevising, amendingandconsolidatingthelaw
relating to boroughs,”increasingthe expenseallowance.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 701, act of February 1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656,
No.581), known as “The Borough Code,” amendedMay 4, 1973
(P.L.23,No.10), is amendedto read:

Section701. StateAssociationof Boroughs.—Theboroughsof the
Commonwealthare authorized to organize a State Association of
Boroughsfor the purposeof advancingthe interestsof the boroughs.
Any boroughmayjoin the said associationby motion of council and
payment of the annual dues. Council may designate one or more
delegatesfrom the elected or appointedofficials of the borough to
attendthe annualmeetingof the association,which shall be held in
the Commonwealthin accordancewith the procedureadoptedby the
association.In addition to any compensationallowed by law each
delegatemay be allowed for his expensesincurred in attending the
meeting an amount not. exceeding [fifty dollars ($50)) seventy-five
dollars ($75) per day, togetherwith [twelve cents(12~)per mile in)
mileage going to and returning from the meeting. The time spent in
attendingsaidmeetingshall not be more than four days,including the
time employed in traveling thereto and therefrom. Each borough,
becominga memberof the association,shall paysuchreasonabledues
as maybefixed by the association.

The dues and other revenuesreceived by the associationshall be
used to payfor services,publicationsandotherexpensesauthorizedor
ratified by the association,or incurred in behalfof the association,by
its officers andcommittees.

Section2. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
