Amending Title 75 (Vehicles) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated Statutes,
further regulatingcertainparkingand providing for the issuanceof parking
placards,and further providing for title and registration fees for certain
buses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections1302(a)(8), 1334, 1338, 1342 and 1901(b)(1) of
Title 75, act of November25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230), known as the
PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,section 1 302(a)(8) amendedJuly
20, 1979 (P.L.168,No.55), areamendedto read:
§ 1302. Vehicles exempt from registration.

(a) Generalrule.—Thefollowing typesof vehiclesareexemptfrom
registration:

(8) Any self-propelledinvalid wheel chair or invalid motorized
pedalcycle.

§ 1334. Returnof registration plate.
(a) General rule.—Registrationplates shall be returned to the

departmentunderthe following circumstances:
(1) A registration plate shall be returned if the registrantno

longer hasavehicletitled in this Commonwealth.
(2) A legislative registrationplateshall be returnedon the expi-

ration or termination of the term of office of the legislative
member.

(3) A dealeror “MiscellaneousMotor Vehicle Business” regis-
trationplateshall be returnedif t:he businessis discontinued.

(4) A handicappedregistration plate shall be returned if the
personto whom it was issuedno longer qualifiesunder section1338
(relating to handicappedplate andplacard).
(b) Time for return of plate.—Eachregistrationplate required to

be returned under this section shall be returnedto the department
within five daysof the occurrencerequiringits return.

(c) Statementaccompanyingreturnedplate.—Eachreturnedregis-
tration plate shall be accompaniedby a statementof the reasonfor
the return of the plate and the date of the occurrencerequiring its
return.
§ 1338. Handicappedplate and placard.

(a) Handicappedplate.—Onthe applicationof anypersonwho:
(1) does not havefull use of a leg or both legs or an arm or

both arms;
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(2) is blind; or
(3) is in loco parentisof a personspecifiedin paragraph(1) or

(2);
thedepartmentshallissueaspecialregistrationplate for onepassenger
car or other vehicle with a registeredgross weight of not more than
9,000 pounds,designatingthe vehicle so licensed as being usedby a
handicappedperson.Special platesfor handicappedpersonsmayalso
be issued for vehiclesoperatedexclusively for the use and benefit of
handicappedpersons.

(b) Handicappedparking placard.—On the application of any
person who meetsthe qualificationsof subsection(a), the department
shall issueone specialparkingplacard of such sizeand designas the
department shall specify, designating the vehicle in which it Is
displayedas being usedfor the transportation of a handicapped
person.Suchplacardshall beprominentlydisplayedon theright front
dashof the vehicle when it is in usefor the transportationof such
person.
§ 1342. Disabled veteran plate and placard.

(a) Disabled veteranplate.—On the application of a totally disa-
bled veteran, whose disability is certified by the United States
Veterans’ Administration as service-connected,the departmentshall
issuea specialregistrationplatedesignatingthevehicleas belongingto
a totally disabledveteran. The registration plate shall have a white
background,shall havebluenumbersor lettersas the departmentmay
determine,and shall havethe words, “disabled veteran,” in at least
ten-point bold type, inscribed in red at the bottom of the plate. The
specialregistrationplatemaybe usedonly on onepassengervehicleor
one other vehicle with a registeredgross weight of not more than
9,000pounds.

(b) Disabledveteranplacard.—Onthe application of anyperson
who meetsthe qualifications of subsection(a), the departmentshall
Issue one special parking placard of such size and design as the
departmentshall specify, designating the vehicle in which it is
displayedas being usedfor the transportationof a disabledveteran.
Suchplacard shall beprominentlydisplayedon the right front dashof
the vehicle when it is in usefor the transportation of such disabled
veteran.
§ 1901. Exemption of entities and vehicles from fees.

(b) Title and registrationfees.—No fee shall be chargedfor titling
or registrationof anyof the following:

(1) Buses registered by urban mass transportation systems
[except that this paragraph shall cover only the number of buses
which the department determines are required to provide scheduled
servicewithin the county in which they have their principal place of
businessor contiguouscountiesi.
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Section2. Subsection(d) of section3354 of Title 75 is amendedby
adding a paragraph to read:
§ 3354. Additional parking regulations.

(d) Handicapped persons and disabled veterans.—

(3) Exceptforpersonsparking vehicleslawfully bearing registra-
lion plates or parking placards /ssuedto handicappedpersonsor
disabled veterans, no person shall park a vehicle on public or
private property reservedfor a handicappedperson or disabled
veteran which property has been so postedIn accordance with
departmentalregulations.

Section3. This act shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
