Amendingtheact of June5, 1941 (P.L.84,No.45),entitled “An act providing
for and regulating the appointment,promotion and reduction in rank,
suspensionand removal of paid membersof the police force in boroughs,
incorporatedtowns and townships of the first class maintaininga police
forceof not less than threemembers;creatinga civil servicecommissionin
each borough, incorporatedtown and township of the first class; defining
the dutiesof such civil service commission; imposing certain duties and
expenseon boroughs,incorporatedtownsand townshipsof the first class;
imposing penalties,and repealing inconsistentlaws,” granting additional
powersto the commissionrelating to the schedulingof applicants’physical
examinations.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 11, act of June5, 1941 (P.L.84,No.45), entitled
“An act providing for andregulatingthe appointment,promotionand
reduction in rank, suspensionand removal of paid membersof the
police force in boroughs, incorporated towns and townshipsof the
first classmaintaining a police force of not less than threemembers;
creating a civil service commission in each borough, incorporated
town and townshipof the first class; defining the duties of such civil
servicecommission;imposingcertaindutiesand expenseon boroughs,
incorporatedtowns and townshipsof the first class; imposing penal-
ties, and repealing inconsistent laws,” amended May 21, 1943
(P.L.338,No.158), is amendedto read:

Section 11. General ProvisionsRelating to Examinations.—Each
commission shall make rules and regulations, to be approvedas
provided in section6 hereof, providing for the examinationof appli-
cants for positions in the police force and for promotions therein,
which rules andregulationsshall prescribethe minimumqualifications
of all applicantsto be examinedand the passinggrades.All examina-
tions for positionsor promotionsin the police force of any munici-
pality shall be practical in characterand shall relate to such matters
and include such inquiries as will fairly test the merit and fitness of
the personsexaminedto discharge the duties of the employment
soughtby them. All examinationsshall be open to all applicantswho
havetheminimum qualificationsrequiredby therulesand regulations.
Each applicant for examinationshall be subject to the regulations
adoptedby the commission and shall be required to submit to a
physical examination either before or after being admitted to the
regularexaminationheldby the commission.

Public notice of the time and place of every examination,together
with the information as to the kind of position or place to be filled,
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shall be given by publication once in a newspaperof generalcircula-
tion in the municipality or in a newspapercirculating generallyin the
municipality at leasttwo weeksprior to eachexamination,and a copy
of the noticeshall be prominentlypostedin the office of the commis-
sion or other public place.

The commissionshall postin its office the eligible list containingthe
names and grades of those who have passed the examination for
position under this act. Persons,male or female, who served in the
military or naval serviceof the UnitedStatesduring any war in which
the United Stateshasbeen,is now or shall hereafterbe engaged,and
who havehonorabledischargesfrom such service,who havesuccess-
fully passedthe examination,shall be given the additionalcredits and
preferencein appointmentand promotionprovided for by any law of
this Commonwealth.

Section 2. Section 19 of the act is amendedto read:
Section 19. Physical Examinations.—All applicants for examina-

tion shall undergo a physical examination asprovided in section11
which shall be conductedunder the supervisionof a doctor of medi-
cine appointedby the civil service commission.No personshall be
eligible [to take an examinationifor appointment until said doctor
certifies that the applicant is free from any bodily or mentaldefects,
deformity or diseasethat might incapacitatehim from thedischargeof
the dutiesof the positiondesired.

Section3. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
