Amending the act of August 9, 1971 (P.L.286, No.74), entitled “An act
providing for the custody andcontrol of abandonedand unclaimedprop-
erty; providing for its disposition; imposing powers and duties on the
Secretaryof Revenue;andimposingpenalties,”permittingmunicipalitiesto
disposeof bicycles unclaimedfor ninety days.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 10, act of August 9, 1971 (P.L.286, No.74),
known as the “Disposition of Aba:ndonedand Unclaimed Property
Act,” is amendedto read:

Section 10. Property Held by Courts and Public Officers and
Agencies.—The following property is presumed abandoned and
unclaimed:

[All] (1) Exceptasprovidedin clause(2), all propertyheld for the
owner by any court, public corporation,public authority, or instru-
mentalityof the UnitedStates,the Commonwealth,or any otherstate,
or by a public officer or political subdivision thereof, unclaimedby
the owner for more than seven years from the date it first became
demandableor distributable.

(2) Bicyclesheldfor the ownerby a municipality unclaimedby the
owner for more than ninety days from the date it ffrst became
demandableor distributable.

(3) Thebicyclesheldpursuant to clause(2) maybe disposedof by
the municipality at public auction at such time andplace asmay be
designatedby the municipality or the governingbodymay, by resolu-
tion, donatethe bicyclesto a charkableorganization.Any proceeds
from the saleof the bicyclesshall be retainedby the municipality and
usedfor municipalpurposes.

(4) Bicyclesheldby or acquired by the Commonwealthfor ninety
daysmay be disposedof at public auction at such timeand placeas
maybe designatedby the Secretaryof Revenue.Proceedsof suchsale
orsalesshall be depositedin the GeneralFund.

Section 2. This actshall take effect in 90 days.
