AN ACT

SB 929

To provide from theGeneralFundfor theexpenses-oftheExecutive,Legislative
andJudicialDepartmentsof theCommonwealth,thepublic debt andfor the
public schoolsfor thefiscal periodJuly 1, 1982to June30, 1983, andfor the
paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat thecloseof the fiscalperiod
endingJune30, 1982;providingfor anappropriationfor the fiscal periodJuly
1, 1982to June30, 1983 from the LotteryFundfor agingprograms;itemizing
appropriationsrequired from the Motor LicenseFund for the fiscal period
July 1, 1982to June30, 1983 for theproperoperationof the severaldepart-
mentsof theCommonwealthauthorizedto spendMotor LicenseFundmoneys
andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat thecloseof the
fiscal periodending June30, 1982; itemizing appropriationsof the Federal
Augmentationto the Executiveand Judicial Departmentsof the Common-
wealth;establishingrestrictedreceiptsaccountsfor the fiscal periodJuly 1,
1982to June30, 1983 and for the paymentof bills incurredand remaining
unpaidat thecloseof the fiscal periodendingJune30, 1982; providing-addi-
tional funds for various departmentsof the Commonwealthfor the fiscal
period July 1, 1981 to June 30, 1982; providing additionalGeneralFund
appropriationsfrom funds reservedfrom fiscal year 1980-1981andproviding
additionalappropriationsfrom theFederalaugmentationfunds for the fiscal
periodJuly1, 1981 to June30, -1982.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

- PART!
GeneralProvisions -

Section101. This act shall be known and may be cited as the
“GeneralAppropriationAct of 1982.”

Section102. For purposesof this act, the following words and
phrasesshall have, unlessthe context clearly indicatesotherwise, the
meaningsgiventothemin this section:

“Employees.” Includes all directors, superintendents,bureau or
division chiefs, assistantdirectors,assistantsuperintendents,assistant
chiefs,experts,scientists,engineers,surveyors,draftsmen,accountants,
secretaries,auditors, inspectors, examiners, statisticians, marshals,
clerks, stenographers,bookkeepers,messengersandother assistantsin
anydepartment,boardorcommission.

“Expenses”and“maintenance.” Includesall printing, binding and
stationery,food andforage, materialsandsupplies,travelingexpenses,
training, motorvehiclesuppliesandrepairs,freight, expressandcartage,
postage,telephonesand telegraphrentals and toll charges,newspaper
advertisingandnotices,fuel, light, heat,powerand water, minor con-
structionandrenovation,repairsor reconstructionof equipment,build-
ings and facilities, rent of real estateand equipment,premiums on
workmen’scompensation,insurancepremiumson policies of liability
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insurance,insurancepremiumson medicalpaymentinsuranceandsurety
bondsfor volunteerworkers,premiumson employeegroup life insur-
ance and employeeand retired employeegroup hospital and medical
insurance,paymentof Commonwealthshareof socialsecuritytaxesand
unemploymentcompensationcostsfor Stateemployees,thepurchaseof
replacementor additionalequipmentand machineryandall other inci-
dental costs and expenses,including paymentto the Departmentof
GeneralServicesof mileageandotherchargesfor theuseof automobiles~
and rental payments for permanentlyassignedautomobilesand of
expensesor costsof servicesincurredthroughthePurchasingFund.The
term “expenses”alsoshallincludethemedicalcostsfor thetreatmentof
inmatesof Stateinstitutionswhentheinmatemustbetransferredto an
outsidehospital:Provided,Thatinno caseshalltheStateinstitutionpay
morefor patientcare thanthat providedunderthe Statemedicalassis-
tanceprogram.

PART II
GeneralFund Appropriations 1982-1983

Section201. The following sums,oras muchthereofasmaybenec-
essary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfromtheGeneralFundto the
several hereinafternamedagenciesof the Executive, Legislative and
Judicial Departmentsof theCommonwealthfor thepaymentof salaries,
wagesor othercompensationand travelexpenseof the duly electedor
appointedofficersandemployeesof theCommonwealth,for paymentof

Section 705. The act of December21, 1981 (P.L.776, No.56A),
knownas the “SupplementalFederalAugmentationAppropriationAct
of 1981,” is repealedinsofaras it is inconsistentwith the provisionsof
this part.
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PART VIII
Miscellaneous Provisions

Section 801. This act is not intended to be inconsistent with or to
repealanyprovisionof anyactenactedatthis or anyprior sessionof the
GeneralAssembly regulatingthe purchaseof supplies,the orderingof
printing and binding, the purchase, maintenance and use of automobiles,
themethodof makingpaymentsfrom theStateTreasuryfor anypurpose
or the functioning of any administrative department, board or commis-
sion.

Section 802. Noappropriationmadeby thisactto any department,
board, commission or agency of the Executive Department shall be
available unless and until such department, board, commission or agency
shall have complied with sections 615 and 616 of the act of April 9, 1929
(P.L.177, No.175), known as “The Administrative Code of 1929.”

Section 803. Purchase of supplies, materials and equipment shall
not be deemed to be committed or encumbered until contracts covering
said purchase have been entered into with the vendors.

Section 804. (a) In addition to the amountsappropriatedby this
act, moneysreceived in payment for food and household supplies fur-
nishedto employeesandotherpersons,exceptinmates,by aninstitution,
andmoneysreceivedfrom theproceedsfrom thesaleof anyproductsof
the soil, meats,livestock,timber,or othermaterialssold by the depart-
ment shall bepaid into the GeneralFundandareherebyappropriated
out of the GeneralFund to the several respectiveinstitutionsfor the
operationandmaintenanceof saidinstitutions.

(b) In addition to the amounts appropriated by this act, all moneys
receivedfrom anyothersource,exceptthe FederalGovernment,ascon-
tributions for the programsprovided herein,or aspaymentfor services
or materialsfurnishedby oneinstitutionto another,exceptthosecollec-
tions designated as revenues, shall be paid into the General Fund and are
herebyappropriatedout of the GeneralFund for the purposesof the
respective appropriations.

(c) In addition to any funds specifically appropriated by this act, all
moneys received by a department or agency of the Commonwealth from
anyothersources,exceptthe FederalGovernment,as contributionsor
supplementsto the departmentor agencyfor a programor administra-
tion of anactincludedin thisactshallbepaidinto theGeneralFund-and
credited to the appropriation for that programor administrationof the
act.

Section805. (a) Exceptasprovidedin subsections(b), (c) and(d),
that part of all appropriations in Part II unexpended, uncommitted or
unencumbered as of June 30, 1983 shall automatically lapse as of that
date.

(b) The appropriationin PartII to theDepartmentof Community
Affairs for grants for housing,community revitalization and enterprise
development shall lapse on June 30, 1984.
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(c) The appropriationin PartII to the Departmentof GeneralSer-
vicesfor thepaymentof tort claimsshallbeacontinuingappropriation
andthe appropriationfor printing anddistributionof the Pennsylvania
Manualshalllapseon June30,1984.

(d) The appropriationsin Part II to the LegislativeDepartment
shall be continuing appropriations.All moneysmadeavailableto the
Legislative Departmentremaining unspentand unencumberedfrom
appropriationsmadefor the fiscal year1977-1978andprior years shall
lapseinto theGeneralFund.

PART IX
Effective Date

Section901. Except for PartsVI and VII of this act which shall
takeeffect immediately,theremainderofthisactshalltakeeffectJuly 1,
1982, or if enacted subsequent to that date, immediately.
