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Amending theactof August24, 1963 (P.L.1132,No.484),entitled “An act pro-
viding for the creation,establishmentand operationof communitycolleges,
granting certain powersto the State Board of Education, the Council of
Higher Education and the Departmentof Public Instruction; authorizing
school districts, county boardsof school directors and municipalities to
sponsorcommunitycolleges;authorizingschooldistrictsandmunicipalitiesto
levy certain taxes; providing for reimbursementsby the Commonwealthof
certaincostsandexpenses,andmakinganappropriation,”further providing
for paymentsby theCommonwealth.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 14(b) of the act of August 24, 1963 (P.L.1132,
No.484), knownastheCommunityCollegeAct of 1963,amendedDecember
9,1980(P.L.lll9, No.196),is amendedto read:

Section 14. FinancialProgram;Reimbursementor Payments.__** *

(b) (1) TheCommonwealthshallpayto a communitycollegeon behalf
of the sponsoron accountof its operatingcostsduring the fiscal year from
funds appropriatedfor that purposean amountequalto one-thirdof such
college’s approvedoperatingcostsnotto exceedonethousandfive hundred
dollars ($1,500) for fiscal years up to and including 1979-1980(audI, one
thousandeight hundreddollars ($1,800) for fiscal [yearl years 1980-1981,
1981-1982and 1982-1983and two thousandfour hundred dollars ($2,400)
for fiscalyear1983-1984andthereafterperstudentmultiplied by thenumber
of equivalentfull-time studentsdeterminedby an audit to be madein a
mannerprescribedby the StateBoardof Education.In additionthe Com-
monwealthshall pay to a community college on accountof its operating
costsfor all equivalentfull-time studentsenrolledin two-yearor less than
two-yearterminalnon-liberalartsprograms,a sumof lonehundredandfifty
dollars ($150)] three hundred dollars ($300) for each suchequivalent full-
timestudent.The Secretaryof Educationshallhavethepowerandhis duty
shall be to designatethe programsof studywhich conformto the intentof
this act.Eachcommunitycollegeshallmaintainsuchaccountingandstudent
attendancerecords on generally acceptedprinciples and standardsas will
lend themselvesto satisfactoryaudit. The Commonwealthshall pay to a
community college on behalf of the sponsor on account of its capital
expensesan amount equal to one-half of such college’s annual capital
expensesfrom funds appropriatedfor that purposeto the extentthat said
capitalexpenseshavebeenapprovedashereinprovided.
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(2) Forpurposesof determiningCommonwealthreimbursementof oper-
ating costs,Federallyfundedexpendituresfor thoseprogramsin which the
Commonwealthparticipatesin the cost shallbe deductedfrom totaloperat-
ing expenditurestodeterminenetreimbursableoperatingcosts.

Section 2. Thisact shalltakeeffectimmediately.
