Amendingtheactof May 15, 1939 (P.L.134,No.65),entitled,asamended,“An
act relatingto fireworks; defining fireworks; prohibiting the sale,offering or
exposing for saleand useof fireworks, except in certaincases;authorizing
cities, boroughs,townsandtownshipsto issuepermits for fireworksdisplays,
and to regulatethe same; imposingdutieson the PennsylvaniaState Police,
sheriffs,policeofficersandconstables;andprovidingpenalties,”prohibitinga
common carrier,common carrier by motor vehicleor a contract carrier by
motorvehicle from acceptingfireworks for deliveryin Pennsylvaniain certain
instances;andprovidingfor registrationof certainbusinesses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The act of May 15, 1939 (P.L.134,No.65), referredto as the
FireworksLaw, is amendedby addingsectionsto read:

Section5.1. A commoncarrier ora commoncarrier bymotorvehicle,as
definedin 66 Pa.C.S. § 102 (relating to definitions), or contractcarrier by
motorvehicle,asdefinedin 66 Pa.C.S.§ 2501(b)(relating to declarationof
policyanddefinitions), shallnotacceptfireworks/ordeliveryto apersonin
Pennsylvaniaunless theconsignorof suchfireworkshasevidencefrom the
consigneethata permit for their usehasbeenissuedby thegoverningbody
ofa city, borough,townortownshipor evidencethatsuchfireworkspermit
isnotrequiredbylocal authorities.Theseprovisionsshallnotapply to those
businessesregisteredundersection5.2.

Section5.2. (a) Anybusinessentitywhichperforms,providesorsuper-
visesfireworksdisplaysor exhibitionsforprofit shall registerannuallywith
theAttorneyGeneral.

(b) The Attorney General shall promulgaterules to implementthis
section.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffectin 60days.
