andrequiringindicationsof dualsystems.
The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. Natural gas requirement.
All vehiclespurchasedor ownedby the Commonwealthafter the effective

date of this act may, whenevereconomically feasible, be convertedto
operateonnaturalgasastheprimaryfuel andhave’ thecapabilitiesof adual
fuel system.Any vehiclewhichhasthe capabilityof adual fuel systemshall
haveaffixed to bothfront andrearbumpersadecalindicatingthepossibility
of naturalgasor gasolinein thefuel tank.
Section2. Departmentof GeneralServices.

The Departmentof GeneralServicesshall carry out the provisionsof this
act. Nothing in this act shall prohibit the Departmentof GeneralServices
from complying with section2407.1 of the actof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,
No.175), known as The AdministrativeCode of 1929, with regardto the
monitoring of, and experimentationwith, synthetic motor vehicle fuel
derivedin whole or in part from coal or from submittinga plan for using
syntheticmotorvehicle fuel to theGeneralAssembly.
Section3. Liquid fuels tax.

The liquid fuels tax conversionformula shall apply to all such vehicles
whensuchvehiclesareno longerthe property of the Commonwealthor its
politicalsubdivisions.
Section4. Effective date.

This actshalltakeeffectin 60days.
