AN ACT
SB 972

Amending the act of July 20, 1979 (P.L.177, No.58), entitled ‘‘An act authoriz-
ing and directing the Department of General Services, with the approval of the
Department of Environmental Resources and the Governor, to sell and convey
a certain tract of land, situate in the Township of Mount Carmel, North-
umberland County, Pennsylvania,”’ providing for relocation of citizens dis-
placed by the Centralia mine fire; and authorizing a conveyance of a certain
tract of land in the City of Philadelphia to Temple University.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title of the act of July 20, 1979 (P.L.177, No.58), entitled
““An act authorizing and directing the Department of General Services, with
the approval of the Department of Environmental Resources and the Gover-
nor, to sell and convey a certain tract of land, situate in the Township of
Mount Carmel, Northumberland County, Pennsylvania,”’ is amended to
read:

AN ACT

Authorizing and directing the Department of General Services|, with the
approval of the Department of Environmental Resources and the Gover-
nor, to sell and convey a certain tract of land, situate in the Township of
Mount Carmel, Northumberland County, Pennsylvania] ro sell and
convey certain tracts of land.

Section 2. Section 2 of the act is amended to read:

Section 2. The deed of conveyance shall contain a clause that the lands
conveyed shall be used for public purposes by the County of North-
umberland and if at any time the said County of Northumberland or its suc-
cessor in function conveys said property or authorizes or permits said prop-
erty to be used for any purpose other than public purposes, the title thereto
shall immediately revert to and revest in the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, but the conveyance or use of the property for relocation of citizens
displaced by the Centralia mine fire, in the Borough of Centralia, Con-
yngham Township, Columbia County, shall not cause a reverter of title to
the Commonwealth. Conveyances of any part of the property for purposes
of relocating citizens displaced by the Centralia mine fire shall extinguish
Sforever the Commonwealth’s possibility of reverter for those portions of the
property so conveyed.

Section 3. The act is amended by adding a section to read:

Section 3.1. The Department of General Services, with the approval of
the Governor, is hereby authorized and directed, on behalf of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, to sell and convey to Temple University, of the
Commonwealth System of Higher Education, for a consideration equal to
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the greater of the fair market value, as determined by an independent
appraisal obtained by the Department of General Services, or of the cost of
acquisition incurred by the Commonwealth, the following tract of land
situate in the 20th ward of the City of Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, bounded
and described as follows:

Beginning at a point formed by the intersection of the northerly side of
Montgomery Avenue (50 feet wide) and the easterly side of 12th Street (50
Jeet wide); thence extending from said beginning point, along the said east-
erly side of 12th Street, in a northerly direction, the distance of approxi-
mately 280 feet to an existing fence; thence extending along the said fence, in
an easterly direction, the distance of 396 feet to a point on the westerly side
of 11th Street (50 feet wide); thence extending along the westerly side of 11th
Street, in a southerly direction, the distance of approximately 280 feet to the
northerly side of Montgomery Avenue aforesaid; thence extending along the
said northerly side of Montgomery Avenue, in a westerly direction, the
distance of 396 feet to the easterly side of 11th Street and the first mentioned
point and place of beginning.

The conveyance shall be made under and subject to all title restrictions of
record at the time of the enactment of this act.

A purchase price equal to the greater of the fair market value orthe cost of
acquisition incurred by the Commonwealth shall be paid to the Common-
wealth at time of settlement and shall be utilized to retire any outstanding
bonds issued for the acquisition of this property.

The deed of conveyance shall be approved as provided by law and shall be
executed by the Secretary of General Services in the name of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania and as Executive Director of the General State
Authority.

Costs and fees incidental to this conveyance shall be borne by-tke grantee.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
