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EFFECTIVE DATES OF STATUTES

Sections1701 (a) (5) and (b) (2), 1702 (4) and1703 (5) of Title I (General
Provisions)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) General rule.—Except as otherwiseprovidedin this chapterall
statutesenactedfinally at any regularsessionof the GeneralAssembly
not containinga specifiedeffective dateshall be effectiveon the date
specifiedby that oneof the following rulesof constructionin effect on
thedateof final enactmentof thestatute:

(5) Finalenactmenton or afterJune6, 1969.—60daysafterfinal
enactment.
(b) Statutesenactedafter effectivedatethereinspecified.—Except

as otherwiseprovidedin this chapterall statutesenactedfinally at any
regularsessionof the GeneralAssembly afterthe effectivedatetherein
specifiedshall beeffectiveon thedatespecifiedby thatoneof thefollow-
ing rulesof constructionin effect on the dateof final enactmentof the
statute:

(2) Final enactmenton or afterJanuary10,1960.—60daysafter

final enactment.

§ 1702. Statutesmakingappropriations

Appropriation statutes, or statutes having appropriation items
enactedfinally at anyregular sessionof the GeneralAssembly,shall be
effectiveon the datespecifiedby that oneof the following rulesof con-
structionin effecton thedateof final enactmentof thestatute:

(4) Finalenactmenton or afterJune6, 1969.—onthefirst dayof
July next following their final enactment,unlessa different dateis
specified in the statuteitself, or unlessany such statuteis enacted
finally after the first day of July in any year,or afterthe datespeci-
fied in thestatute,in whichcaseit shallbeeffectiveimmediately-upon
final enactment.

§ 1703. Statutesaffectingthe budget of any political subdivision

Statutesaffecting the budget of any political subdivision enacted
finally at any regularsessionof theGeneralAssemblyshall beeffective
on thedatespecifiedby thatoneof thefollowing rulesof constructionin
effecton thedateof final enactmentof thestatute:
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(5) Final enactmenton or after June 6, 1969.—onthe date speci-
fied in the statute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if no date is
specified,thenat thebeginningof thefiscalyearof thepolitical sub-
division affectedfollowing thedateof final enactmentof thestatute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF

AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections 1104 and 1951 of Title 1 (GeneralProvisions)of the Penn-
sylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printing of amendatorystatutes

(a) General rule.—The Directorof the LegislativeReferenceBureau
shall,in printingamendatorystatutes,causeto beprinted the sectionor
partof thestatuteonly asreenacted.Exceptasprovidedinsubsection(b)
of this section,in the sectionor partof the law reenacted,the Director
shall causeto beprintedbetweenbrackets,the words,phrases,or provi-
sionsof the existingstatute,if any,which havebeenstricken-outorelimi-
natedby theadoptionof theamendment,andhe shallcauseto be printed
in italics or with underscoringall new words, phrasesor provisions, if
any,which havebeeninsertedinto or addedto thestatuteby thepassage
of suchamendment.

(b) PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes.—Inprinting as much of
any statuteas addsan entiretitle, part, article, chapter,subchapteror
othermajor subdivisionto the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,the
Director shall causesuchadditionto be printed in Romantype without
underscoring,andin printingasmuchof anystatuteasdeletesor repeals
an entiretitle, part, article, chapter,subchapteror othermajor subdivi-
sion of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,the Director shall not
causeto be printed the provisionswhich havebeendeletedor repealed
unlessthedeletionor repealwaseffectedby the useof brackets.

§ 1951. Interpretation of amendatorystatutes

In ascertainingthe correct reading,statusand interpretationof an
amendatorystatute,thematterinsertedwithin bracketsshall beomitted,
andthematter in italics or underscoredshall be readandinterpretedas
part of thestatute.
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
