Amendingthe actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass; andamending,revising, consolidating,and
changingthe law relatingthereto,”furtherproviding for the saleof land to a
volunteerfire company,volunteerambulanceserviceorvolunteerrescuesquad
locatedwithin the township.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. ClauseII of section701 of the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,
No.69), known as The Second Class Township Code, reenactedand
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P.L.1481,No.567) andamendedOctober28, 1983
(P.L.189, No.49), is amendedto read:

Section701. Suits;Property.—Anytownshipof thesecondclassmay—

II. Purchase,acquireby gift, or otherwise,bold, lease,let andconvey,
by saleor lease,suchrealandpersonalpropertyas shallbe deemedto beto
thebestinterestof thetownship:Provided,That no realestateownedby the
township shall be sold for a considerationin excessof fifteen hundred
dollars, exceptto the highestbidder after duenotice by advertisementfor
bidsin onenewspaperof generalcirculationin thetownship.Suchadvertise-
mentshallbepublishedoncenot lessthantendayspriorto the datefixed for
the openingof bids, andsuchdate for openingbids shall be announcedin
such advertisement.The acceptanceof bids shall be madeonly by public
announcementat a regular or specialmeeting of the boardof township
supervisors.All bids shallbeacceptedon the conditionthatpaymentof the
purchasepricein full shall bemadewithin sixty daysof the acceptanceof
bids.

Exceptasotherwisehereinafterprovidedin the caseof personalproperty
of an estimatedsalevalueof lessthan two hundreddollars,no townshipper-
sonal propertyshall be disposedof, by sale or otherwise, except upon
approvalof the boardof townshipsupervisors,by ordinanceor resolution.
In caseswherethe boardof townshipsupervisorsshallapprovea saleof such
property,it shall estimatethesalevalueof theentirelot to bedisposedof. If
the boardof townshipsupervisorsshall estimatethe sale valueto be two
hundreddollarsor more, theentirelot shallbeadvertisedfor saleonce,in at
leastonenewspapercf generalcirculationin thetownship, not lessthanten
daysprior to the datefixed for the openingof bids or public auction,and
suchdateof openingof bidsor public auctionshall be announcedin such
advertisement,andsale of the propertyso advertisedshall bemadeto the
best responsiblebidder. The board of township supervisorsshall have
authority, by resolution,to adopta procedurefor the sale of surplusper-
sonal propertyof an estimatedsalevalueof less than two hundreddollars
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and theapprovalof the boardof townshipsupervisorsshallnot berequired
foranyindividualsalethatshallbemadein conformityto such-procedure.

Theprovisionsof this clauseshallnotbe mandatorywheretownshipprop-
ertyis tobetradedin orexchangedfor newtownshipproperty.

The provisionsof this clauseshall not prohibit the sale or exchangeof
townshippropertyto public utilities.

The provisionsof this clauserequiringadvertisingfor bidsandsaleto the
highestbiddershallnotapplywheretownshiprealor personalpropertyisto
be sold to a county, city, borough, town, township, institution district,
schooldistrict, volunteerfire company,volunteerambulanceserviceor vol-
unteerrescuesquadlocatedwithin thetownship,or municipal authoritypur-
suantto theMunicipalityAuthoritiesAct of 1945,or to a nonprofitcorpora-
tion engagedin communityindustrialdevelopmentor whererealpropertyis
to be sold to a person for his exclusiveuse in an industrial development
programor whererealpropertyis to besoldtoa nonprofitcorporationorga-
nizedasa public library for its exclusiveuseasa library, or whererealprop-
erty is to besoldto a nonprofitmedicalservicecorporationasauthorized-by
clauseLXXI of section 702 or whererealpropertyisto besoldtoa nonprofit
housingcorporationas authorizedby clauseLXXII of section 702. When
realpropertyis to be sold to a nonprofit corporationorganizedas a public
library for its exclusiveuseasa library or to a nonprofit medicalservicecor-
porationor to a nonprofithousingcorporationthe boardof townshipsuper-
visorsmayelectto acceptsuchnominalconsiderationfor suchsaleasit shall
deemappropriate.Realpropertysoldpursuantto this clauseto a volunteer
fire company,volunteerambulanceserviceor volunteerrescuesquad,non-
profit medical service corporationor to a nonprofit housingcorporation
shall besubjectto the conditionthatwhen the propertyis not usedfor the
purposesof the company,service,squador corporationthe propertyshall
reverttothetownship.

Any officer who sellsandeachofficer who votes in favor of sellingany
townshipproperty,either real or personal,without the provisionsof this
section having beencomplied with, shall be subject to surchargein the
amountof anylosssustainedby thetownshipby reasonof suchsale.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
