The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 25(d) of the act of August 24, 1951 (P.L.1304,
No.315),knownastheLocal HealthAdministrationLaw, amendedMay 24,
1984(P.L.328,No.65),is amendedto read:

Section25. State Grants to County Departmentsof Health and to
CertainMunicipalities.~_** *

(d) EnvironmentalHealth Services.—TheCommonwealthshall pay an
additionalannualgrantof notmorethan[seventy-fivecents(75C)I onedollar
and fifty cents ($1.50) per capita residentto eachcounty departmentof
healthor departmentor boardof healthof a municipalityeligible for grants
underthis act for environmentalhealth servicesprovided by the county or
municipality.

As usedin this subsection“environmentalhealthservices”meansservices
suchas but not limited to air andnoise pollution control, restaurantand
wholesalefood inspection, rodent and vector control, water and sewage
inspection,housingcodeenforcementandothersimilarservicesin addition
to otherlocalhealthgrantsfor publichealthservices.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffectimmediatelyandshallberetroactive
toJuly 1, 1985.
