Amendingtheactof April 25, 1986(P.L.89,No.33),entitled “An actamending
the actof March 23, 1972 (P.L.136, No.52), entitled ‘An act relating to the
practiceof psychology, providing for licensing of psychologists,making
certainactsillegal andprovidingpenalties,’reestablishingthe StateBoardof
PsychologistExaminersas theStateBoard of Psychology;providing for its
composition,powersandduties;changingprovisionsrelatingto theissuance
of licensesandthe suspensionandrevocationof licenses;providing for fees;
providing for penalties;andmakingrepeals,”furtherproviding for theissu-
anceof licenses.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section20 of theact of April 25, 1986(P.L.89,No.33),enti-
tled “An actamendingthe actof March 23, 1972(P.L.136, No.52),entitled
‘An actrelatingto the practiceof psychology,providingfor licensingof psy-
chologists,making certainacts illegal andprovidingpenalties,’reestablish-
ing theStateBoardof PsychologistExaminersastheStateBoardof Psychol-
ogy; providing for its composition,powersandduties;changingprovisions
relatingto the issuanceof licensesand the suspensionand revocationof
licenses;providingfor fees;providingfor penalties;andmakingrepeals,”is
amendedtoread:

Section20. To provideatransitionperiodEtol for personswho[aresub-
stantially nearcompletion of the requirements)had completedor were
enrolled in a graduate degreeprogram in psychologyor another of the
behavioralsciencesas of September30, 1986, to apply for licensureunder
rules in existenceimmediately prior to the effective date of this act, the
board,until December31, 1995,shallissueinitial licensesto persons[who do
nothaveadoctoraldegreebutj who:

(1) [by September30, 1986,J by December31, 1994, submittedevi-
denceinamannerprescribedby the boardof having,asof September30,
1986,completedor [of being)been thencurrentlyenrolledin a graduate
degreeprogramin psychologyor anotherofthebehavioralsciences;and

(2) havecompletedthreeyearsof supervisedexperienceasapsycholo-
gist-in-training, 3,500 hours of which shall have beensupervisedby a
licensedpsychologistin accordancewith the requirementsof theboard;
and

(3) have fulfilled all administrativerequirementsof the boardas of
December31, 1994, andpossessedall of the otherqualificationsfor licen-
surein effectatthetimeof theexamination;and

(4) havesatisfactorilypassedtheexamination.
Section2. Thisactshallberetroactiveto April 25, 1986.
