RecognizingthePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyasanaffiliateof ThePenn-
sylvaniaStateUniversity; grantingtothePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology
the benefitsandobligationsof the statusof ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity
as a State-relateduniversity andan instrumentalityof the Commonwealth;
providingfor thepowers,duties,rightsandobligationsof thecollege;andpro-
viding for thecollegeto assumethe functionsof TheWilliamsportAreaCom-
munityCollege.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Shorttitle.
This act shall be knownandmay becited as the PennsylvaniaCollegeof

TechnologyAct.
Section2. Name.

The institutionrecognizedby thisact shallbe knownasthe Pennsylvania
Collegeof Technologyontheeffectivedateof this act.
Section3. Declarationof policy.

TheGeneralAssemblyfindsanddeclaresasfollows:
(1) The Wihiamsport Area Community College was officially

approvedundertheactof August24, 1963 (P.L.1132, No.484), knownas
the CommunityCollegeAct of 1963, as a public communitycollegeon
Februaryii, 1965,by the StateBoardof Educationwith sponsorshipby
26 school districts from a ten-countyareasurroundingWilliamsport,
Pennsylvania.

(2) With the approvalof the StateBoardof Education,commencing
on July1, 1985, the schooldistrictsreferredto in paragraph(1) withdrew
from sponsorship;andthe City of Williamsportbecamelocal sponsorof
TheWilliamsport CommunityCollegeunderthe CommunityCollegeAct
of 1963.

(3) The City of Williamsport hasprovided notice of its intention to
withdrawsponsorship,effectiveJune30, 1989.

(4) TheStateBoardof EducationhasapprovedthedissolutionafThe
WilliamsportAreaCommunityCollegeandthewithdrawalof sponsorship
by theCity of Williamsport.

(5) The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyis a nonprofit corpora-
tion organizedandexistingunderthe laws of the Commonwealthandis a
whollycontrolledaffiliate of TheCorporationForPennState.

(6) TheCorporationForPennStateis awhollycontrolledaffiliate of
the Board of Trusteesof The PennsylvaniaState University, a State-
relateduniversityandaninstrumentalityof theCommonwealth.

(7) It will serve the educationalneedsandinterestsof the peopleof
this Commonwealthto grantto the PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology
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the benefits of The PennsylvaniaState University’s statusas a State-
relateduniversity andan instrumentalityof theCommonwealthwithin the
CommonwealthSystemof HigherEducation.

(8) It isthepurposeof this actto extendCommonwealthopportunities
for highereducationby recognizingthe PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technol-
ogy asanaffiliate corporationof ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

Section4. Status.
The PennsylvaniaCollege of Technology is grantedthe benefits and

responsibilitiesof thestatusof The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity asa State-
relatedinstitution andasaninstrumentalityof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania.Without limiting the generalityof this status,specifically,the fol-
lowingbenefitsshallbeavailable:

(1) The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshall receivean annual
appropriationby the Commonwealthasa separateline itemof theannual
appropriationto The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity. The Boardof Trust-
eesof The PennsylvaniaStateUniversityshall transmittheappropriation
to theBoardof Directorsof thePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology.

(2) ThePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshallbeeligible to partic-
ipatein programsfor capitaldevelopmentandimprovementunderArticle
XVI-B of theactof April 9, 1929(P.L.343,No.176),knownasTheFiscal
Code.

(3) Employeesof thePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshallbeeli-
gible for membershipin theStateEmployees’RetirementSystemof Penn-
sylvaniaor thealternateretirementprogramunder71 Pa.C.S.Part XXV
(relatingtoretirementfor Stateemployeesandofficers).Employeesof the
PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologywho wereemployedby TheWilliams-
port Area Community College and participatedin the Public School
Employees’RetirementSystemshallbe eligible to continueto participate
in the Public School Employees’ RetirementSystem of Pennsylvania
under24 Pa.C.S.Part IV (relatingto retirementfor schoolemployees).
The employer’s contribution to the PennsylvaniaSchool Employees’
RetirementSystemshallbesharedequallyby the PennsylvaniaCollegeof
Technologyand the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain accordancewith
24Pa.C.S.PartIV.

(4) Bondsissuedby ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityfor the benefit
of the PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology,or issuedby the Pennsylvania
Collegeof Technology,shall be free from taxationwithin the Common-
wealthof Pennsylvania.

(5) The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshall, in additionto the
powersconferredelsewherein this act, haveall the rights, powers,privi-
leges and immunities and,except as otherwiseprovided in this act, be
subjectto all thedutiesand limitations of a nonprofitcorporation-~created
under 15 Pa.C.S. Pt. 111 (relatingto corporationsnot-for-profit) or suc-
cessorlaw.

Section5. Mission.
The PennsylvaniaCollege of Technologyshall have the authority to

conducteducationalprogramsconsistentwith the missionof The Pennsyl-

vaniaStateUniversity asthe Land Grant Institution of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,exceptthat the PennsylvaniaCollege of Technologyshall
not confer baccalaureatedegreesin the fine arts, the social sciences,the
natural sciencesor humanitieswithout approvalof the Commonwealthin
accordancewith regulationsof theStateBoardof Education.Suchapproval
shallbegrantedupon determinationof educationalneed,providedsuch-pr-o-
gramswouldnot constituteunnecessaryduplicationof programsofferedin
the college’s service area, which includes Lycoming, Potter, Tioga,
Bradford, Sullivan, Columbia, Montour, Northumberland,Union and
Clinton counties.
Section6. Board.

The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshall beoperatedby aboardof
directorsnot to exceed11 members,to bedesignatedin accordancewith its
articlesof incorporationor bylaws which shall providethat onememberof
the boardshall be a Senatorappointedby thePresidentprotemporeof the
Senateandonemembershallbe a Representativeappointedby the Speaker
of theHouseof Representatives.
Section7. Openmeetings.

The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyshallberequiredto complywith
theactof July 3, 1986(P.L.388,No.84),knownastheSunshineAct.
Section8. Funding.

As part of theannualappropriationprovidedfor in section4(1), theCom-
monwealthappropriationsshallbeusedto pay all bondsissuedprior to the
effective dateof this act by the StatePublic SchoolBuilding Authority to
construct or improve facilities for The Williamsport Area Community
College. The PennsylvaniaCollege of Technologyshall assumethe obliga-
tion of The Williamsport Area Community College to pay rentalsto the
StatePublicSchoolBuilding Authoritytoamortizethesebonds,and,subject
to approvalof the trusteewhich may be requiredunder thetrust indenture
betweenthe trusteesandthe StatePublic School Building Authority, The
Williamsport Area Community College shall assignto the Pennsylvania
Collegeof Technologyall rights, title andinterest in all leasesbetweenthe
StatePublicSchool Building Authority as lessoror sublessorand TheWil-
liamsportArea CommunityCollegeas lesseeor sublessee.Upon the repay-
ment anddischarge,includingrefundingwith interest,of the bondsof the
StatePublicSchoolBuilding Authorityissuedto constructor-improvefacili-
ties forThe Williamsport AreaCommunityCollege,theStatePublicSchool
Building Authority shallconveyfeesimpletitle to theproperty,consistingof
realtyandimprovementson therealty, to thePennsylvaniaCollegeof Tech-
nology.
Section9. Assignments.

Subject to applicable contracts, The Williamsport Area Community
Collegeis authorizedto assignto thePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologyall
rights,title andinterestin all leasesbetweenTheWilliamsportAreaCommu-
nity CollegeBuilding Authority aslessoror sublessorandTheWilliamsport
AreaCommunityCollegeaslesseeor sublessee.Uponthe repaymentof the
bondsof The Williamsport Area Community CollegeBuilding Authority
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issuedto constructor improvefacilities for TheWilliamsport AreaCommu-
nity College,TheWilliamsport AreaCommunityCollegeBuilding Authority
shall convey fee simple title to the property, consistingof realty andthe
improvementson therealty,tothePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology.
Section 10. Transferofproperty.

Subjectto the rights of the trusteeundera trust indentureof the State
Public School Building Authority or The Williamsport Area Community
CollegeBuilding Authority, The Williamsport AreaCommunityCollege is
authorizedto conveyall its real and personalpropertyto thePennsylvania
Collegeof Technology.
Section11. Audit findings.

Financialobligationsof the Commonwealthresultingfrom audit findings
occurring after the dissolution of The Williamsport Area Community
Collegeshall constituterights of the PennsylvaniaCollege of Technology.
Financialobligationsof theWilliamsport AreaCommunityCollegeresulting
fromaudit findingsoccurringafterthedissolutionof The WilliamsportArea
CommunityCollegeshall constituteobligationsof the PennsylvaniaCollege
of Technology.
Section12. Bonds.

The PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technologymay issuebondsto financeits
operations.
Section 13. Effectivedate.

Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
